a. 2017 Budget – preliminary figures
· Last year, library was allocated $458,000. This year’s projected amount is currently $471,513. This amount may change as the city assesses the numbers.
· Staff salaries: some employees have reached to top of their pay scales. Pamela is recommending reducing the number of employee categories from seven to five to include:
· Clerk
· Technician
· Library Associate
· Librarian
· Library Director
· The change in job titles will increase some employee’s salaries.
· Board members will need to update the information in our binders.
b. U.S. Copyright Act – Board approved to post a notice of the Copyright Law of the United States by the copy machines and the computers in the library.
c. U.S. Copyright Law concerning Wi-Fi and internet access will be added to current policy INF2. We will approve the updated policy at the next meeting.
