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The Liberty Lake Municipal Library will offer programs to the general public in order to support the library’s goal of furthering the intellectual, cultural, and creative interests of the community as set out in the the library’s mission statement. A program is defined as a planned public activity that takes place at the library and is presented or sponsored by the library staff. Although library programs will be paid for mostly by library funds, the Friends of the Library may donate goods or funds to support library programs. These programs will be regulated by the following guidelines:


1. Types of programs that the library may decide to offer:



a. Storytimes



b. Lectures



c. Workshops or demonstrations



d. Discussion groups, including panel discussions



e. Performances or readings



f. Puppet shows



g. Any other program that furthers the library’s goals as

   determined by the Library Director.


2. The Library Director will be responsible for the following 


    regarding library programs:



a. Types and variety of programs offered



b. Who will be authorized to present programs



c. Scheduling of programs



d. Advertising programs



e. Attendance at programs: this will include arrangements

   for registrations, if such is needed, determination of 

   maximum and minimum numbers of attendees, 

   participation by specific groups (such as school classes,

   community organizations), etc. In addition, the Library

   Director may approve a program for presentation solely 

   to a specific group at that group’s request, if the 

   Director feels that, in so doing, the goals of the library

   are being furthered.

f. Keeping statistics to track success of programs

g. Evaluating programs, including making available means

   for the public to express their opinions on programs 

   offered.


3. Program restrictions: 



a. There will be no programs whose purpose is to solicit

    funds or sell goods or services in a commercial sense

b. There will be no programs containing pornography

c. There will be no programs that are, in effect, political

    campaigns
