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Programs may be offered by the Liberty Lake Municipal Library in conjunction with another entity.  Whereas regular library programs are presented or sponsored by library staff and take place at the library, co-sponsored programs pool resources from various entities and may be presented in locations other than the Liberty Lake Municipal Library. Co-sponsorship allows the library to offer programs that it might not otherwise be able to.  Any co-sponsorship will be regulated by the following guidelines:

1.  Resources that may be shared to create and present
     programs:



a.  Use of library facility for program



b.  Staff involvement in planning or presentation of 


     programs



c.  Displays of material



d.  Marketing of program



e.  Financial support.

2.  Program partners may be any of the following:



a.  Local, state or federal governments



b.  Educational institutions



c.  Non-profit organizations



d.  Friends of the Library



e.  Community organizations and clubs



f.   Other libraries



g.  Any other entity approved by the Library Director for 


    co-sponsorship.

3.  Co-sponsored program management:

a.  The Library Director has sole authority to commit the
     library to co-sponsor a program


b.  The Library Director will ensure that there is a written 


      agreement with all participating program partners that 
                       outlines terms, conditions And responsibilities of each 


      of the partners involved

     

c.  The Library Director is responsible for any statistics
     gathered regarding co-sponsored programs, unless
     another program partner has been assigned that task

d.  The Library Director is responsible for evaluations of 
     the programs which may include input from library
     staff, program partners and/or Program participants.

4.  Restrictions:  None of the following will be allowed: 


a.  Co-sponsored programs whose purpose is to solicit
                      funds or sell goods or services in a commercial sense

b.  Co-sponsored programs containing pornography



c.  Co-sponsored programs that are, in effect, political 
                      campaigns.
