BUDGET PROCESS

This month the City Council will
embark on the budgeting process
for 2009. The Council will look at
possible revenues and
expenditures for the upcoming
year. Designing a city budget
requires a great deal of effort,
careful ordering of priorities, and
considerable input from residents.

The initial budget process
is beginning early in the year.
During this time, the City Council
will be establishing budget goals.
City staff collaborates with the
Mayor to review each department’s
current budget and plans for the
next year. Department managers
begin determining what projects will
see completion and what, if any,
projects will need to carry over into
the next budget year. In addition,
departments are asked to prepare
requests for new services or
programs being planned for the
coming year. Long-range plans are
also discussed each budget year
and are reviewed as part of the
current budget goals and
objectives.

In October/November the City
Council will hold a public hearing on
revenue sources for the coming
year’s budget. In November the
preliminary budget is filed with the

City Clerk and budget hearings
begin. According to State Law, the
budget must be adopted by
December 31°.

This year the budget has been
enhanced to provide a financial
education for the reader. It will
include a narrative portion that
describes revenue sources in
detail, as well as expenditures
including each department’s
mission, goals, and performance
measurements. The budget
process works to assure resources
are wisely used to ensure adequate
funding for the services, public
facilities, and infrastructure
necessary to meet the community’s
present and future needs.

Dept. of Licensing to
Help With Licensing in
Liberty Lake

We are pleased to announce
that the City of Liberty Lake is
partnering with the Washington
Department of Licensing’s Master
License Service (MLS). This
partnership will become effective
October 13, 2008.

What are the benefits of an MSL
Partnership?

Our partnership with MLS will
allow you “one-stop shopping”
when maintaining or renewing
many of your state and city
licenses. In addition to filing on
paper, many of you will have the
option to renew your city
license online. New or expanding

businesses will also be able to
apply for their city license online
along with other state and local
licenses that are in the system.

What do | have to do?

Right now, you do not have to take
any action. Six weeks before your
current license expiration date, the
Master License Service will send
you a license renewal form to
renew your City of Liberty Lake
business license. Follow the
instructions on the renewal notice.

What fees will | have to pay?
Your renewal form will list the City
of Liberty Lake license fee. This
first MLS renewal may be prorated
for less than a year in order to
change your current city license
expiration date to match with the
expiration date MLS already has
for your business in their sys-
tem. The City of Liberty Lake has
lowered the license fee.

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Q: “Why did you change the
speed limit from 45 mph to 35
mph on Country Vista?”

A: “Since our neighboring city has
paved Appleway Rd the current
speed limit is at 35 mph.” There is
a small section of road that could
cause our residents to be caught in
a speed trap because of the 45
mph changing to 35 mph. We have
marked the new changes with
orange flagging to help identify the
speed limit changes. The following
was an e-mail | received that
makes the case. It stated: “It is
interesting to note that two out of
the first three times | drove on the
newly completed section of Apple
way, there was a Spokane Valley
policeman there sitting on one of
the side roads. The first time was
when the first day that the
eastbound lanes were opened. The
second time was when the other
lanes had been opened a couple of
days later.” The city also needed to
change the speed limit in the
section of road for new commercial
buildings and the entry approaches
on Country Vista Drive. We needed
to correct that with an ordinance, so
we took a band-aid approach and
made it consistent from one entry
point to the other.”

Q: “It seems like the City of
Liberty Lake is still growing
despite the economy. Would
you agree?”

A: “Despite the economy, we had
86 new applications for business
licensing in the city this year and
we are in a unique situation of still
being in a growth mode. We have
numerous new businesses making
our community home such as

Emerald City Smoothie and
Country Vista Plaza. Our workforce
continues to grow with over 5,000
people now employed in the city.
Because we are a master planned
community, we are planning for the
growth making sure the necessary
infrastructure is into place.”

Q: “I haven't heard anything
about the skate park, is it still
going to happen?”

A: “The funding for the skate park
grant has been approved and the
skate park will be constructed at
Pavillion Park in place of the
volleyball area in the 2009
construction season. Over the
winter season we will be finalizing
the park and addressing the needs
for the area residents. Skate
boarders and BMX bikers, get ready
to soon roll into a new skate park.”

Q: “I have seen other cities web
sites that are very accessible and
easy to navigate. Is there
something in the plans to update
the City of Liberty Lake's web
site as it can sometimes be hard
to find information?”

A: “We are in the process of giving
our website a major face lift. Since
going online in 2005, the city has
tried its hardest to maintain its
website. However, with the growth
of the city, and continuing advances
in technology we have decided that
it is time to once again update our
site. We are welcome to any
suggestions anyone may have. A
good website is important so
people have access to what is
going on here, and so they can see
what a great place Liberty Lake is
to live, work, and play.”
