     Like much of the U.S., 
Spokane has experienced a 
sharp increase in joblessness.  
During this time, Americans are 
increasingly using public library 
services to find jobs and explore 
new careers, earn long-distance 
learning degrees, start and grow 
small businesses, and access 
e-government information.  A 
recent study showed that 
libraries experienced a 7.5% 
increase in attendance and a 
14% rise in use of library 
computers in just six months last 
year in Washington.  It is certain 
that the crisis of unemployment 
and its attending issues are 
affecting our citizens, neighbors, 
and friends.  Assisting our 
community in hard times is the 
right focus for the libraryôs 
resources. 
     The library sought and 
received funding from the 
Renew Washington grant 
program to better enable us to 
respond to the needs of our 
areaôs residents in these 
challenging economic times. 
With these funds, our library has 
established a robust Job & 
Career Center with relevant 
resources in a variety of media 
types, databases, and 
computers to help our 
community members in the 
recovery process.
