BUDGET

     In the months ahead the City 
Council will embark on the 
budgeting process for 2011. The 
budgetary process emphasizes 
long-range planning and 
effective program management. 
Designing a city budget requires 
a great deal of effort, careful 
ordering of priorities, and 
considerable input from 
residents.  
     Mayor Wendy Van Orman, 
the Cityôs Finance Committee 
consisting of three City Council 
Members, and City staff began 
working on the budget and 
financial forecast earlier this 
year.  In 2011, it is projected the 
City will face a budget shortfall of 
approximately $700,000 in the 
General Fund. The General 
Fund is the main operating fund 
of the City and provides funding 
for services such as public 
safety, streets, parks, recreation, 
criminal justice, and planning 
and economic development. 
     The City of Liberty Lake has 
not been immune to the 
economic downturn. Liberty 
Lake is facing a difficult 
combination of challenging 
economic environment 
combined with longer-term 
structural budget imbalances, 
which includes a heavy reliance 
on retail sales tax. The economic 
recovery is expected to beé..

é..slow and the budget shortfall 
anticipated for 2011 may 
increase if a proposed initiative 
to privatize liquor sales is 
passed. 
     In the months ahead, the City 
Council will be considering 
options to address the budget 
challenges.  The Mayor and City 
Council encourage residents to 
take part in the budget process. 
This process works to assure 
resources are wisely used to 
ensure adequate funding for the 
services, public facilities, and 
infrastructure necessary to meet 
the communityôs present and 
future needs.

Answer from the Mayor:  

 
     ñThanks for the question, 
there are actually two new 
construction projects along the 
freeway right now. Musselman 
Rentals & Sales is being built 
next to Mario & Sons, off 
Appleway, at the east end of the 
City in an area zoned for 
freeway commercial type uses. 
 
     The other new construction 
project, in the area you are 
referring to, is Baker 
Constructionôs Commons Phase 
4 Professional Building. It is 
being constructed next to Kidds 
Dental in the Liberty Lake 
Commons Development which is 
zoned for mixed use. I spoke 
with Baker Construction and the 
building will house Columbia 
Medical Associates, U District 
Physical Therapy, Imaging, MRI, 
and CT, Whispering Falls 
Medical Massage Therapy, 
PAML Laboratory, and it still has 
6,000 sq. ft. available for other 
similar uses. The building is set 
to open around Christmas or the
