Products in 
the U.S.A. like apples, meters, 
airplanes, computers, coffee, 
and clean technologies account 
for only 1% market share while 
Asia is 20% and Israel is 43%. 
     Increasing exports is a clear 
path to return economic 
prosperity to the Northwest. 
Partnering with ITA (International 
Trade Alliance), we will be 
working to expand small and 
medium size companies to learn 
how to export their products. 
     With the recent sale of the 
Agilent building to Greenstone, it 
has given a renewed opportunity 
to bring in an estimated 2,500 to 
5,000 jobs to the envisioned high 
technology campus.  Also, 
developing our innovative 
entrepreneurs will have a 
significant impact on economic 
development.
