     Fall is here and our major 
construction projects for this 
year are almost complete, 
including Rocky Hill Park and the 
solar panel project at the public 
safety building.  Both of these 
projects were grant funded.  We 
expect to have a grand opening 
for Rocky Hill Park in October. 
Other fall festivities include a 
Halloween Party at the Liberty 
Lake Municipal Library on 
Friday, October 29th. Please 
come join us for these events! 
     Liberty Lake City Council 
Members, staff, and I have been 
hard at work focusing on the 
Cityôs long-term financial 
well-being.  We are faced with 
extraordinary challenges with a 
looming $700,000 shortfall 
anticipated in 2011.  Liberty 
Lake has been challenged with a 
sluggish economy and structural 
budget imbalances due to a 
growing gap between revenues 
and cost of providing public 
services.  The City relies heavily 
on two major funding sources, 
property tax and sales tax.  
Property tax is heavily restricted 
and can only increase 1% a 
year.  Sales tax is highly 
unstable.  This year we have 
experienced a 22% decline in 
retail sales tax revenue 
compared to 2008.  Most cities 
similar in size to Liberty Lake 
have a more diversified revenue 
base, which helps ensure fiscal 
sustainability.

WHERE DO YOUR TAX 

DOLLARS GO?

     Our elected officials and city 
staff are often asked how the 
City receives operating money 
and where the money is spent. 
The following is a brief 
explanation of the types of 
revenue that come into the City 
and how general operating funds 
are spent. 
 
Property Tax: 
 

     Residents of Liberty Lake pay 
property taxes each year with 
the City receiving 13% of the 
total property tax bill. This means 
that for every dollar paid in 
property tax, the City of Liberty 
Lake receives 13 centséé

é..to help support 
public safety, streets, 
parks, recreation, library, 
criminal justice, and 
planning and economic 
development. 
     As you can see from 
the illustration on the 
right, Central Valley 
School District and Fire 
District 1 receive the 
highest percentage of 
property tax dollars 
(60% combined).  

     The City of Liberty Lake has the second lowest property tax rate in Spokane County, which 
includes the library.  Liberty Lake has its own library system which will save Liberty Lake taxpayers 
approximately $544,588 in 2011 based on current estimates.  If Liberty Lake was annexed into the 
County Library District, taxpayers would be paying an additional 50¢ per $1,000 assessed value. 
 
Retail Sales Tax: 

 
     Retail sales and use tax revenue, in contrast to property tax, is a highly unstable revenue source. 
Liberty Lake has experienced a sharp decline in retail sales tax revenue since 2008 due to the 
economic recession.  Comparing mid-year 2010 with mid-year 2008, retail sales tax revenue has 
declined 22%. The City anticipates sales tax will grow at a slow pace over the next five years, by an 
average of 2-3%. 
     The pie chart below on the left depicts the revenue sources and the percentage of General Fund 
that each represents.  As you can see from the chart, Liberty Lake relies heavily on two revenue 
sources to fund city services, property tax and retail sales tax.  The pie chart below on the right 
shows the allocation by service within the General Fund.  General Fund expenses increase annually 
on average approximately 5% due to inflation.

     Over the past three years, 
City staff and I have worked 
diligently to control spending on 
supplies and services.  Through 
these efforts, we have made 
$1.3 million in reductions.  
     One of my top priorities as 
Mayor is to focus on ensuring 
the fiscal sustainability of Liberty 
Lake for future generations.  
This is a time where we must 
come together, as a community, 
to reconfirm our priorities and 
define the City we want to be. 

     Thank you for taking the 
survey on the cityôs website. 
Out of 2,500 households, we 
received 151 responses or 5%.  
Survey results unveiled three 
thingsé 
 
1) Residents are satisfied with 
the current level of service. 
2) Public Safety is the #1 priority. 
3) During this economy, services 
need to be reduced with a 
minimal tax increase if needed. 
 
 
Full results can be found on the 
cityôs website.  I would like to 
take this opportunity to clarify 
some of the comments received: 
 
Citizen Comment:  The first 
words out of their mouth is raise 
taxes.  We are in a difficult 
economy and everyone is 
struggling.  We are all cutting 
budgets.  The City must cut 
budgets to live within the funding 
available. 
 
Mayorôs Response:  Since 

2001, when revenue was not 
needed, we gave it back to the 
residents.  The City of Liberty 
Lake currently has the second 
lowest property tax in Spokane 
County. Your current tax also 
includes the municipal library 
services, if you live in the county 
that is an additional .50 per 
1,000 of assessed value for the 
Library District.  The City of 
Liberty Lake has not taken a 1% 
property tax in my 
recollectioné.ever; in some 
years we reduced it.  Currently, 
sales tax has declined 22% 
since mid-year 2008.  We will be 
looking to reduce levels of 
services where it makes the 
most sense; even then, an 
alternate form of less volatile 
revenue will be needed to keep 
the city sustainable. 

Comment:  I think that with the 
general downturn of the 
economy in recent years, City 
government could have 
anticipated a reduction in 
revenue and adjusted spending 
accordingly. 
 
Response:  Since the economic 

downturn occurred in late 2007, 
we have cut $1.32 million from 
the budget.  We installed 
moisture meters to curtail water 
consumption, and solar panels 
at the police station, paid for by 
grant money, to help to save on 
the utility bills.  Our employees 
wear many hats; each have 
saved the taxpayers an 
enormous amount of money in 
providing streamline services. A 
very good example is that our 
Planning and Building 
Department does the same 
amount of permitting with 4 
employees as our neighboring 
jurisdiction with 24 employees.  
 
Comment:  I would hate to see 

the City eliminate services that 
contribute to what makes Liberty 
Lake special; this may seem like 
a good short term solution, but in 
the long run may cost the City far 
more than just a dollar amount. 
 
Response:  When we speak of 
economic development, one of 
the reasons why businesses will 
locate to a city is for their quality 
of life.  When asked why Boeing 
headquarters located to Chicago 
instead of Dallas, they 
referenced that Chicago had 
invested heavily in their parks 
system that enriched the quality 
of life.
