Summary Statement 

 The network analysis is a study of the City’s transportation system that evaluates 
existing conditions, short- and long-term growth, and identifies corresponding short- and 
long-term mitigation measures. A network analysis was completed in 2017 and updated 
in 2020. The 2025 update was undertaken to inform multiple elements of the 
Comprehensive Plan update, including Transportation, Capital Facilities, and Land Use. 
A draft was presented to the Planning Commission in September and to the City 
Council in October 2025, followed by additional public engagement and coordination 
with partner agencies. Parametrix will lead this workshop, providing background 
information and summarizing the changes made since the previous workshop. A 
resolution to adopt the Network Analysis will be brought forward for Council 
consideration at a future meeting.

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1. Introduction 

In February 2017, the City of Liberty Lake (the City) conducted a network analysis of the transportation 

system to identify short-term and long-term needs and in September 2020, the study was updated. 

Since that time, development and roadway project plans have evolved in key areas of the city. The 

purpose of this study is to update the 2020 network analysis. This study includes an analysis of existing 

conditions (2025), short-term growth conditions (2028), and long-term growth conditions (2046). 

This report documents and summarizes the results and recommendations of the network analysis 

update. A description of the study area is provided followed by documentation of data collection 

methods and results. Next, the future land use and growth assumptions are discussed. The methods 

and results of the use of the Spokane Regional Transportation Council (SRTC) regional travel demand 

model are also provided. Traffic analysis methods are then presented including detailed traffic 

performance metrics for short-term (2028) and long-term (2046) conditions. Finally, the report 

identifies the network-wide mitigations. 

2. Study Area 

The study area for this analysis includes major roadways and intersections within the City boundaries. 

The boundaries of the City extend from the Spokane River on the north to Sprague Avenue on the 

south, and from Aladdin Road on the west to King James Lane on the east. While this analysis focuses 

on traffic operations, subsections of this section give an overview of transit and active transportation 

options in the City. Figure 1 shows the study area roadway network and intersections for the analysis. 

2.1 Description of Major Roads 

There are several key roads within the City. 

Country Vista Drive – is a major east-west roadway in the City. West of Mission Avenue, Country Vista 

Drive is a four-lane arterial with a two-way center turn lane that parallels I-90 to the south. East of 

Mission Avenue, Country Vista Drive becomes a two-lane roadway that circumnavigates the eastern 

residential areas of the City and eventually meets Appleway Avenue in the northeastern section of the 

city. 

Liberty Lake Road – is a major north-south roadway that runs from the I-90 ramps on the north to the 

southern boundary of the City. Liberty Lake Road is four lanes with a center landscaped median 

between the I-90 ramps and Country Vista Drive. South of the Country Vista Drive intersection, Liberty 

Lake Road narrows to one lane in each direction. 

Harvard Road – is a continuation of Liberty Lake Road north of the I-90 ramps and extends north to 

the northern city boundary. Harvard Road runs north-south as a two-lane roadway, before expanding 

out to four lanes with a landscaped median north of the roundabout at Mission Avenue. 

Appleway Avenue – runs east to west from Liberty Lake Road to the eastern boundary of the City. It is 

a four-lane arterial with a landscaped center median and left-turn pockets. East of Molter Road, 

Appleway Avenue begins narrowing down to one lane in each direction as it continues east towards an 

interchange with I 90 outside of the city boundaries.

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Mission Avenue – is an east-west roadway that has two sections, the western section runs from the 

western city boundary to Harvard Road as a two-lane roadway, paralleling I-90 to the north. The eastern 

section of Mission Avenue is a two-lane roadway that runs south of I-90 from an intersection with 

Country Vista Drive near the center of the City to the eastern city boundary. 

Molter Road – is a north-south roadway on the eastern side of the city that runs from Knox Avenue on 

the north to Sprague Avenue and the southern city boundary on the south. Molter Road is a four-lane 

roadway with a two-way center turn lane between Appleway Avenue and Mission Avenue. South of the 

Mission Avenue intersection, Molter Road narrows to one lane in each direction with a two-way center 

turn lane for most of its length. 

Kramer Parkway – is a north-south roadway on the west side of the City that runs from Mission Avenue 

on the north to Henry Road on the south. Kramer Parkway is a two-lane roadway that includes a bridge 

over I-90 connecting the northern and southern sides of the City. 

2.2 Description of Major Intersections 

There are 23 intersections within the City that were studied in this analysis. Table 1 shows the 23 

study area intersections and existing intersection control. The 23 intersections are also shown spatially 

in Figure 1.

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2.3 Transit 

The City is served by five Spokane Transit Authority (STA) bus routes. These include Route 7 

(Valley/Airport), Route 93 (Molter Loop), Route 98 (Greenacres/Liberty Lake), Route 772 (Liberty Lake 

Express), and Route 724 (Liberty Lake Tech Express).  

Route 7 connects the Spokane International Airport with Liberty Lake. This is a new route as of 

September 2025 that replaced route 74. 

Route 93 is a revised version of the tail end of former Route 74, operating counterclockwise from the 

Mission Avenue Park and Ride along Molter Road, Appleway Avenue, and Signal Road before returning 

to the park and ride. This routing maintains local connectivity while improving efficiency and travel 

time reliability. 

Route 98 connects the Valley Transit Center in Spokane Valley to the Liberty Lake Park & Ride via 

Sprague Avenue, Appleway Avenue, Country Vista Drive, and Mission Avenue. This route helps provide 

access to a portion of the city not currently served by the other bus routes, including some residential 

neighborhoods. 

Route 722 is an express service connecting downtown Liberty Lake to downtown Spokane and the 

north bank of the Spokane River near the Spokane Arena. It replaces the former Route 172 and 

provides direct service along Riverside Avenue, continuing north on Monroe Street to the Spokane 

County Courthouse and Arena. The route also serves the Meadowood Technology Campus in Liberty 

Lake and operates primarily during peak periods for faster, limited-stop travel. 

Route 724 is an express service operating between downtown Spokane and Liberty Lake via I-90, 

Appleway Avenue, Country Vista Boulevard, and Hawkstone. The route provides fast, limited-stop 

service focused on commuter travel during peak periods. In the morning, Route 724 operates 

outbound from Spokane and transitions into Route 722 for the inbound trip. In the afternoon, this 

pattern reverses, with Route 722 outbound and Route 724 providing the inbound return to Spokane. 

2.4 Active Transportation 

The Centennial Trail is a regional bikeway that follows the Spokane River and cuts through Liberty 

Lake. Improving bike lane connections to this trail can greatly improve its accessibility to surrounding 

communities. There are several bike lanes found along primary roads in Liberty Lake. These roads 

include Mission Ave (north of I‐90), Liberty Lake Road, Country Vista Drive, Kramer Parkway, and 

Appleway Avenue. Most of these are painted bike lanes. There are a few local roads with bike lanes as 

well, but coverage can be extended. Liberty Lake has a large network of sidewalks across many of the 

major roads in the city. 

Liberty Lake is currently working on updating their Parks and Recreation Master Plan. This plan will 

highlight existing active transportation infrastructure, as well as needed improvements. 

3. Data Collection 

To determine existing conditions both intersection turning movement counts and roadway volume 

counts were collected as part of this analysis. Figure 2 summarizes existing traffic volume (2025) in 

the City including AM and PM peak hour turning movement volumes and peak hour and daily roadway 

segment volumes. Collected traffic data is included in Appendix A. 
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3.1 Intersection Turning Movement Counts 

Quality Counts collected turning movement counts at 17 of the 23 study area intersections on 

Wednesday, April 30, 2025, in the AM peak period (7:00 AM to 9:00 AM) and the PM peak period 

(4:00 PM to 6:00 PM).  

Turning movement counts for the other 6 study area intersections were collected as part of the 

“Spokane Valley Subarea Transportation Plan.” Those turning movement counts were collected on 

Wednesday, May 8, 2024, in the AM peak period (7:00 AM to 9:00 AM) and the PM peak period (4:00 

PM to 6:00 PM). Those turning movement counts were then adjusted to 2025 levels and some volume 

balancing was applied. Intersection turning movement count locations, including the date of data 

collection, are shown in Table 2.

3.2 Roadway Volume Counts 

Seventy-two-hour roadway tube counts were collected at 11 locations around the City from Tuesday, 

April 29, 2025 to Thursday, May 1, 2025. The count locations are shown in Table 3.

3.4 Golf Carts 

Golf cart counts were collected at several of the study area intersections during the AM peak period 

(7:00 AM to 9:00 AM) and the PM peak period (4:00 PM to 6:00 PM). Golf cart volumes during the AM 

and PM peak periods are shown in Figure 3. 

Golf cart volumes were highest in the residential areas in the southwest part of the city, with the 

highest counted intersection being N Molter / E Country Vista Dr with 11 golf carts between 7:00 AM 

and 9:00 AM and 20 golf carts between 4:00 PM and 6:00 PM.

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4. Growth Assumptions 

Growth assumptions set the stage for forecasting future traffic volumes at study area intersections 

and thus understanding transportation system deficiencies. Parametrix conducted an analysis of 

growth assumptions for both short-term (2028) and long-term (2046) conditions. The primary sources 

of information to determine the growth assumptions included information about pending and planned 

developments provided directly by City staff, the Liberty Lake Land Capacity Analysis (February 2025), 

and socioeconomic forecasts provided within the SRTC regional travel demand model (SRTC model). 

4.1 Short-Term Growth (2028) 

Parametrix worked closely with City staff to develop assumptions about pending or likely developments 

in the city within the next three years. Sixteen development areas were identified city-wide and 

included known or ongoing development and more generic land use growth assumptions for areas 

likely to develop but where specific plans are unclear or not available at this time.  

Parametrix conducted a trip generation analysis to estimate the number of trips new developments 

would add to city roadways. Where trip generation letters were available for developments, Parametrix 

used trip generation from those letters. Where trip generation letters were not available for 

developments, Parametrix used The Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE) Trip Generation Manual 

11th Edition to select trip generation rates for the planned developments. The trip generation rates 

are based on studies conducted nationwide.  

For each future development, trip generation was calculated for the AM peak hour and the PM peak 

hour. The trip generation calculation is derived from the square footage or number of dwelling units of 

a given development.  

A build-out adjustment was applied to developments that were anticipated to be partially constructed 

by 2028. The build-out adjustment was based on the estimated build-out percentage of the future land 

use in the short-term (2028).  

In all, the assumed developments added 1,604 new AM peak hour trips, 2,206 new PM peak hour 

trips, and 26,511 new daily trips to the Liberty Lake roadway network. Note that a single trip is from 

an origin to a destination and may go through multiple intersections. 

Parametrix then distributed the peak hour trips throughout the road network. Trip distribution for 

developments was based on trip generation letters that contained development distribution where 

available and by logical origin and destination pairs and land use patterns where development trip 

distribution was not available in trip generation letters.  

Combining the distributed short-term growth trips with existing traffic counts, Parametrix developed 

the short-term traffic volumes (2028). Figure 4 summarizes the short-term traffic volumes (2028). 

Development trip generation and location assumptions are included in Appendix B.

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4.2 Long-Term Growth (2046) 

Long-term growth projections were guided by the city planning documents previously mentioned, 

coordination with city staff, as well as the SRTC model. Parametrix used data from the City of Liberty 

Lake and the SRTC model to analyze the population and employment growth in the city. The SRTC 

model has a base year of 2022 and a forecast year of 2050. Parametrix used 2024 as a base year 

and interpolated population and employment data for the analysis year of 2046.  

Parametrix worked closely with City staff to understand the planned and desired growth patterns for 

employment and housing in the city. Parametrix incorporated all this information to refine the SRTC 

model and generate long-term traffic forecasts as discussed in the following section. 

4.2.1 Travel Demand Modeling 

The SRTC model was used to develop traffic volume forecasts for 2046 conditions within the City. The 

SRTC model is a region-wide forecasting tool covering the greater Spokane area from the City of Airway 

Heights on the west to the City of Liberty Lake on the east. The model utilizes the four-step travel 

demand forecasting process to evaluate the relationship between land use and the transportation 

network and thus generate travel pattern predictions for future conditions.  

Because of the regional setting of the SRTC model, refinements were made to target results for the 

smaller scale of this study. Refinements included updates and modifications to base year and horizon 

year roadway network representations and land use assumptions. For example, Kramer Parkway 

bridge over I-90 was added in the base year network.  

As mentioned previously, land use assumptions for the City in the SRTC model were reviewed with city 

staff to identify adjustments to better reflect current conditions and plans. The SRTC model divides 

the region into subareas called traffic analysis zones (TAZs) which contain population, household and 

employment estimates for their geography. Household and employment values were first modified to 

better match base year conditions. Then the horizon year population and employment values were 

adjusted to reflect city land use plans, zoning, and known development proposals. Finally, because 

the TAZ structure within the city is quite large, additional TAZ centroid connectors were added to 

represent the travel patterns of smaller TAZs, thus creating virtual TAZ splits. Figure 5 and Figure 6 

show the virtual TAZ splits, including households and employment, for the refined SRTC model for 

2024 and 2046. Additional documentation of the SRTC model refinement is contained in Appendix C. 

Finally, with long-term forecasts from the refined SRTC model, Parametrix developed long-term AM and 

PM intersection turning movement forecasts.  

The 2025 existing collected traffic volumes were compared to 2024 base travel demand model 

outputs forecasts and the 2046 travel demand model outputs to determine the adjustment to apply 

to 2025 existing collected traffic volumes to forecast 2046 forecasted traffic volumes based on the 

methodology in National Cooperative Highway Research Program (NCHRP) report 756. Forecasted 

long-term volumes (2046) were also checked against short-term volumes and increased where 

necessary. Figure 7 shows the peak hour long-term traffic volume (2046) at study area intersections.

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5. Operational Analysis 

Parametrix performed an operational analysis on each of the study intersections within Liberty Lake. 

Intersections were analyzed for three time periods: existing conditions (2025), short-term (2028) and 

long-term (2046). Mitigation analyses were conducted for short-term (2028) and long-term (2046) 

conditions. The list of intersections evaluated as part of this analysis was shown previously in Table 1. 

Traffic volumes used in the existing conditions (2025) analysis can be found in Figure 2, traffic 

volumes used in the short-term (2028) analysis can be found in Figure 4, and traffic volumes used in 

the long-term analysis (2046) can be found in Figure 7. 

5.1 Analysis Methodology 

Vehicular performance at intersections is often defined by the concept of intersection Level of Service 

(LOS). LOS is defined by average vehicle delay (seconds per vehicle) and is associated with a letter 

grade on a scale from A (free flowing traffic) to F (intersection failure, major delays). LOS D is often 

used as a threshold of acceptable traffic operations. In this analysis, mitigations were recommended 

when intersection performance fell below LOS D. 

• A – free flow operation 

• B – reasonably unimpeded operation 

• C – stable operation 

• D – small increases in flow may cause substantial delay 

• E – operates with significant delays 

• F – operates with extremely slow speeds and/or intersection failures 

Parametrix calculated LOS for signalized and stop-controlled intersections using Synchro 11, a traffic 

engineering software program published by Trafficware using Highway Capacity Manual (HCM) 6th 

Edition methodology. Where HCM 6th Edition methodology did not provide intersection analysis 

results, Synchro methodology results were used. Table 5 illustrates the LOS definitions for 

unsignalized intersections and signalized intersections.

Parametrix utilized the traffic analysis program SIDRA 9 to evaluate the roundabout intersections. 

SIDRA supports several methodologies for roundabout analysis including the SIDRA standard 

roundabout model as well as the HCM 6th Edition methodology. For this analysis, Parametrix reported 

results using the SIDRA methodology which is the methodology supported by the Washington 

Department of Transportation (WSDOT). SIDRA methodology reports LOS and average delay based on 
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the signalized intersection thresholds. Volume to capacity ratios (V/C) above 0.9 at roundabouts are 

called out. 

5.2 Existing Conditions Analysis (2025) 

Traffic volumes used in the existing conditions (2025) analysis can be found in Figure 2. Existing 

(2025) AM and PM peak hour LOS and delay are shown Table 6. Existing (2025) LOS is also shown 

spatially in Figure 8. Existing (2025) 95th percentile queue lengths by approach (longest 95th 

percentile queue for each approach) are shown in Table 7. Analysis outputs are included in 

Appendix D. 

All study intersections operate at LOS D or better in the AM peak hour. Most intersections operate at 

LOS D or better in the PM peak hour except for the following: 

• E Mission Ave / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 8): the southbound stop-controlled left turn 

lane operates at LOS E. 

• E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr (intersection 21): the southbound stop-controlled approach 

operates at LOS F.

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5.3 Short-Term Analysis (2028) 

Traffic volumes used in the short-term (2028) analysis can be found in Figure 4. Short-term (2028) 

AM and PM peak hour LOS and delay are shown Table 8. Short-term (2028) LOS is also shown spatially 

in Figure 9. Short-term (2028) 95th percentile queue lengths by approach (longest 95th percentile 

queue for each approach) are shown in Table 9. Analysis outputs are included in Appendix E. 

All study intersections operate at LOS D or better in the AM peak hour except for the following: 

• I-90 WB Off Ramp / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 1): the southbound stop-controlled left 

turn lane operates at LOS E. 

• E Mission Ave / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 8): the southbound stop-controlled left turn 

lane operates at LOS E. 

• E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr (intersection 21): the southbound stop-controlled approach 

operates at LOS F. 

All study intersections operate at LOS D or better in the PM peak hour except for the following: 

• N Liberty Lake Rd / Appleway Ave (intersection 6): the intersection operates at LOS E. 

• N Liberty Lake Rd / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 7): the intersection operates at LOS E. 

• E Mission Ave / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 8): the southbound stop-controlled left turn 

lane operates at LOS F. 

• N Harvard Rd/E Wellington Pkwy (intersection 20): the westbound stop-controlled left turn lane 

operates at LOS E. 

• E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr (intersection 21): the southbound stop-controlled approach 

operates at LOS F.

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5.4 Short-Term Mitigation Analysis (2028) 

Intersections that operated below LOS D under short-term (2028) conditions were evaluated for 

mitigations. The following sections document the short-term (2028) mitigation analysis. Analysis 

outputs are included in Appendix F. 

5.4.1 Intersection 1: I-90 WB Off Ramp / E Country Vista Dr 

The I-90 WB Off Ramp / E Country Vista Dr intersection southbound stop-controlled left turn lane 

operates at LOS E in the AM peak hour in short-term (2028) conditions. This intersection is under the 

jurisdiction of WSDOT and is about 500 feet west of the E Country Vista Dr /Ridgeline HS signal 

intersection. 

Parametrix analyzed a multi-lane roundabout and a signal at the intersection. Both are mitigation 

options at the intersection. The multi-lane roundabout alternative would operate at LOS A in both the 

AM and PM peak hour and the signal alternative would operate at LOS B in the AM and PM peak hours. 

However, because this is a WSDOT intersection, coordination with WSDOT will be needed in order to 

determine the preferred mitigation alternative.  

5.4.2 Intersection 6: N Liberty Lake Rd / Appleway Ave 

The N Liberty Lake Rd / Appleway Ave intersection operates at LOS E in the PM peak hour. With the 

added development volumes under short-term (2028) conditions, the westbound right turn volume at 

the intersection approaches 800 vehicles in the PM peak hour. There are currently dual westbound 

right turn lanes at the intersection with protected right turn phasing.  

Implementing an overlap phase for the westbound right turn would allow the westbound right turning 

vehicles to have a green arrow during the protected southbound left turn phase. This would provide 

the westbound right turning vehicles additional green time during the signal cycle to turn right and 

would decrease delay and queuing at the intersection. With a westbound right turn overlap phase, the 

intersection operates at LOS C (32 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS D (45 sec/veh) in the PM 

peak hour. 

5.4.3 Intersection 7: N Liberty Lake Rd / E Country Vista Dr 

The N Liberty Lake Rd / E Country Vista Dr intersection operates at LOS E in the PM peak hour. With 

the added development volumes under short-term (2028) conditions, the eastbound left turn volume 

at the intersection approaches 500 vehicles in the PM peak hour. Currently there is a single eastbound 

left turn lane.  

Constructing an additional eastbound left-turn lane allows the intersection to operate at LOS C (25 

sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS D (45 sec/veh) in the PM peak hour. 

5.4.4 Intersection 8: E Mission Ave / E Country Vista Dr 

The E Mission Ave / E Country Vista Dr intersection southbound stop-controlled left-turn lane operates 

at LOS F in both the AM and the PM peak hour. All other movements operate at acceptable levels.  

There are minimal southbound left turning vehicles (5 in the AM peak hour and 10 in the PM peak 

hour) and minimal southbound left turn queuing. However, due to conflicting turning movements, 

finding a gap in traffic is difficult for southbound left turners. Signage could be installed to instruct 
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motorists to not take a southbound left turn during peak hours. With restricted southbound left turns 

during peak hours the worst movement at the intersection is the southbound right turning movement 

which operates at LOS B (12 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS C (16 sec/veh) in the PM peak 

hour. 

5.4.5 Intersection 20: N Harvard Rd/E Wellington Pkwy 

The N Harvard Rd/E Wellington Pkwy intersection westbound stop-controlled left turn lane operates at 

LOS E in the PM peak hour. Based on discussions with Liberty Lake staff, planned improvements at 

this intersection include a multi-lane roundabout with two approach lanes north and south and one 

approach lane east and west or a signal. The improvement is developer driven. 

With the multi-lane roundabout the intersection operates at LOS A (4 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour 

and LOS A (3 sec/veh) in the PM peak hour. With a signal the intersection operates at LOS A (6 

sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS A (6 sec/veh) in the PM peak hour. 

5.4.6 Intersection 21: E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr 

The E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr intersection southbound approach operates at LOS F in both the AM 

and PM peak hour. This poor LOS is due to southbound volume (left turners in particular) having a 

hard time finding gaps due to conflicting turning movements.  

Several alternatives were evaluated that addressed LOS concerns including restricting southbound 

left and through movements, signalization, and the construction of a roundabout. However, the 

northwest corner of the intersection is the planned development site for a new library. In coordination 

with Liberty Lake staff, it was determined that the alternative evaluation for this intersection would 

coincide with the development of the library and that the preferred mitigation for this analysis would 

be no-build.  

5.4.7 Short-Term (2028) Preferred Mitigation Summary 

The preferred short-term (2028) mitigations are shown in Table 10. LOS for the short-term (2028) 

mitigated conditions is shown in Figure 10.

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5.5 Long-Term Analysis (2046) 

The long-term (2046) analysis assumes the construction of the short-term (2028) preferred 

mitigations shown in Table 10. Traffic volumes used in the long-term (2046) analysis can be found in 

Figure 7. Long-term (2046) AM and PM peak hour LOS and delay are shown Table 11. Long-term 

(2046) LOS is also shown spatially in Figure 11. Long-term (2046) 95th percentile queue lengths by 

approach (longest 95th percentile queue for each approach) are shown in Table 12. Analysis outputs 

are included in Appendix G. 

All study intersections operate at LOS D or better in the AM peak hour except for the following: 

• E Mission Ave / N Harvard Rd (intersection 4): the intersection has a V/C ratio greater than 

0.9. 

• N Kramer Pkwy / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 2): the intersection operates at LOS E. 

• N Country Vista Blvd / E Appleway Ave (intersection 14): the northbound stop-controlled left 

turn lane operates at LOS E. 

• E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr (intersection 21): the southbound stop-controlled approach 

operates at LOS F. 

All study intersections operate at LOS D or better in the PM peak hour except for the following: 

• E Mission Ave / N Harvard Rd (intersection 4): the intersection operates at LOS E and has a 

V/C ratio greater than 0.9. 

• N Liberty Lake Rd / Appleway Ave (intersection 6): the intersection operates at LOS E. 

• N Liberty Lake Rd / E Country Vista Dr (intersection 7): the intersection operates at LOS E. 

• N Country Vista Blvd / E Appleway Ave (intersection 14): the northbound stop-controlled left 

turn lane operates at LOS F. 

• E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr (intersection 21): the southbound stop-controlled approach 

operates at LOS F.

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5.6 Long-Term Mitigation Analysis (2046) 

Intersections that operated below LOS D under long-term (2046) conditions were evaluated for 

mitigations. The following sections document the long-term (2046) mitigation analysis. Analysis 

outputs are included in Appendix H. 

5.6.1 Intersection 2: N Kramer Pkwy / E Country Vista Dr 

The N Kramer Pkwy / E Country Vista Dr intersection operates at LOS E in the AM peak hour. As traffic 

volumes increase at the intersection in long-term (2046) conditions, the existing cycle length of 90 

seconds is too low.  

Increasing the cycle length at the signal to 120 seconds, which matches many other signals in the city, 

in conjunction with adjusting phase splits will allow the signal operations to improve in the future. With 

the increased cycle length and optimized phase splits, the signalized intersection operates at LOS D 

(41 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS D (45 sec/veh) in the PM peak hour. 

5.6.2 Intersection 4: E Mission Ave / N Harvard Rd 

The E Mission Ave / N Harvard Rd roundabout operates at LOS E in the PM peak hour and experiences 

extensive queuing in both the AM and PM peak hours. The intersection V/C ratio is above 0.9 in both 

the AM and PM peak hours. The three worst performing approaches are the southbound, the 

eastbound, and the westbound approaches. 

N Harvard Rd has a five-lane cross-section north of the roundabout. E Mission Ave also has a five-lane 

cross section west of the intersection. Expanding the roundabout to include two lanes approaching 

and two lanes exiting the roundabout on the southbound and eastbound approaches, a second exit 

lane on the northbound approach, and expanding the I-90 westbound approach to be two lanes would 

address the operation deficiencies at the roundabout. Also, based on the dimensions of the 

roundabout it appears that the roundabout was originally constructed with space to be converted to a 

multi-lane roundabout. 

The expanded roundabout operates at LOS A (8 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS B (11 sec/veh) 

in the PM peak hour. 

5.6.3 Intersection 6: N Liberty Lake Rd / Appleway Ave 

The N Liberty Lake Rd / Appleway Ave intersection operates at LOS E in the PM peak hour. In long-

term (2046) conditions both the southbound left turn and westbound left turn volumes approach 350 

vehicles in the PM peak hour. A single left turn lane on both the southbound and westbound 

approaches is no longer sufficient for traffic volumes. 

With the addition of a second southbound left turn lane and a second westbound left turn lane the 

intersection operates at LOS C (29 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS D (43 sec/veh) in the PM 

peak hour. 

5.6.4 Intersection 7: N Liberty Lake Rd / E Country Vista Dr 

The N Liberty Lake Rd / E Country Vista Dr intersection operates at LOS E in the PM peak hour. 

Southbound right turning volumes exceed 450 vehicles in the AM peak hour and approach 550 

vehicles in the PM peak hour leading to poor LOS and extensive queuing.  
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The southbound approach of the intersection currently has a left turn lane and two through lanes, the 

outer through lane being a shared right turn lane. With the high long-term (2046) southbound right 

turning volumes the intersection needs a dedicated southbound right turn lane. This could be 

accomplished by either constructing a southbound right turn lane or by converting one of the two 

southbound through lanes into a southbound right turn lane. Converting a southbound through lane 

into a southbound right turn lane works because of the relatively low southbound through volume. 

In addition to a dedicated southbound right turn lane, the implementation of a southbound right turn 

overlap phase would allow the southbound right turning vehicles to get a green arrow during the 

eastbound left turn phase. The eastbound left turning movement and the southbound right turning 

movement are the highest volume turning movements at the intersection in long-term (2046) 

conditions. 

With the implementation of a dedicated southbound right turn lane and southbound overlap right turn 

phasing, the intersection operates at LOS C (29 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS D (43 sec/veh) 

in the PM peak hour. 

5.6.5 Intersection 14: N Country Vista Blvd / E Appleway Ave 

The N Country Vista Blvd / E Appleway Ave intersection northbound left turn lane operates at LOS E in 

the AM peak hour and LOS F in the PM peak hour. As volumes grow in long-term (2046) conditions, 

gaps for northbound left turning vehicles become more difficult to find and stop-control no longer 

operates at an acceptable LOS. 

Both a single lane roundabout and a signal were considered as mitigation options for this intersection, 

however, only the signal operated with an acceptable LOS. The signal would include an eastbound 

right turn lane, a westbound left-turn lane, and separate northbound right and left turn lanes. A signal 

at the intersection operates at LOS A (8 sec/veh) in the AM peak hour and LOS B (13 sec/veh) in the 

PM peak hour 

5.6.6 Intersection 21: E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr 

The E Mission Ave/N Signal Dr intersection southbound approach operates at LOS F in both the AM 

and PM peak hour. This poor LOS is due to southbound volume (left turners in particular) having a 

hard time finding gaps due to conflicting turning movements.  

Several alternatives were evaluated that addressed LOS concerns including signalization and the 

construction of a roundabout. However, the northwest corner of the intersection is the planned 

development site for a new library. In coordination with Liberty Lake staff, it was determined that the 

alternative evaluation for this intersection would coincide with the development of the library. 

5.6.7 Long-Term (2046) Preferred Mitigation Summary 

The preferred long-term (2046) mitigations are shown in Table 13. LOS for the long-term (2046) 

mitigated conditions is shown in Figure 12.

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6. Conclusion 

The City of Liberty Lake has been proactive in developing projects to address traffic issues and provide 

a complete transportation network within the city. Many of the intersections within Liberty Lake remain 

at acceptable conditions through 2046. In coordination with city staff, Parametrix developed 

mitigations for several intersections over both the short-term and over the long-term.  

In addition to intersections identified for mitigation in Liberty Lake, coordination with WSDOT identified 

intersections in neighboring jurisdictions with known traffic issues. These locations include the 

Appleway Avenue / Spokane Bridge Road intersection and the I-90 / Spokane Bridge Road interchange 

to the east of Liberty Lake in Spokane County, as well as the I-90 / Barker Road interchange to the 

west of Liberty Lake in the City of Spokane Valley. As needed, the City of Liberty Lake will coordinate 

with Spokane County and the City of Spokane Valley to share available data to support their analyses 

of these roadway facilities. 

Table 14 provides a summary of mitigations for short-term (2028) and long-term (2046) conditions. 

Cost estimates for mitigation measures are included in Appendix I.

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1. Executive Summary 

The City of Liberty Lake’s Pavement Management Plan (PMP) provides a data-driven framework for 
maintaining, preserving, and improving the City’s 54 centerline miles of public streets. The PMP 
supports the City’s Strategic Plan Goal #4 — Planned Growth and Infrastructure — by prioritizing 
well-planned investment in reliable, functional, and resilient transportation infrastructure that 
meets current and future community needs. 

Purpose 

The primary purpose of the PMP is to ensure that Liberty Lake’s street network remains safe, 
eƯicient, and cost-eƯective through proactive maintenance and rehabilitation. By using objective 
pavement condition data, the PMP helps guide funding decisions, optimize repair timing, and 
extend the life of existing assets — protecting the City’s substantial investment in its roadway 
system. 

Program Overview 

Liberty Lake utilizes a combination of in-house staƯ and contracted services to deliver a 
comprehensive pavement maintenance program: 

 In-House Crews perform minor repairs such as crack sealing, cold mix patching, mastic 
applications, and small HMA patches. 

 Contracted Services are used for larger HMA patching and overlay projects, leveraging local 
contractors for eƯiciency and cost control. 

 Condition Assessments are conducted by City engineers, technicians, and maintenance 
staƯ through visual analysis and periodic data collection to evaluate pavement condition 
index (PCI) values across the network. 

Condition Summary 

Initial pavement assessments indicate that Liberty Lake’s overall pavement network is in good 
condition, reflecting consistent investment in preservation and timely rehabilitation. Preventative 
maintenance strategies, such as crack sealing and mastic treatments, have proven eƯective in 
extending pavement life and minimizing costly reconstruction. 

Strategic Alignment 

The PMP directly supports the City’s Strategic Plan Goal #4: Planned Growth and Infrastructure, 
with measurable results that include: 

 Key Result 4.1: Planned facilities that keep pace with expected growth. 

 Key Result 4.2: Infrastructure preserved in good condition through proactive maintenance. 

 Key Result 4.3: Ongoing public engagement in comprehensive infrastructure planning. 
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Satisfaction survey data underscores this alignment — nearly half (48%) of residents indicated that 
well-maintained roads and infrastructure contribute to their satisfaction with living and working in 
Liberty Lake, and 40% identified infrastructure as a top priority area for city focus. 

Outcomes 

The PMP enables Liberty Lake to: 

 Maintain a balanced, lifecycle-based approach to pavement investment. 

 Reduce long-term costs through preventative maintenance rather than reactive repair. 

 Prioritize projects using transparent, data-supported methods. 

 Support Complete Streets principles, integrating multimodal safety and accessibility in all 
projects. 

 Strengthening fiscal stewardship and community trust by linking pavement investments to 
measurable performance outcomes. 

 

Overview of citywide pavement conditions (average PCI, % good/fair/poor). 

 Overall, the city street inventory contains approximately 55 miles of pavement with an 
average PCI of 77.28, which is considered in good condition.  Much of this can be 
contributed to the age of the city and the number of local streets that have been 
constructed through new residential developments over the past few years.  These local 
streets (PCI: 80.12) make up roughly 54% by mileage of the city’s total inventory.  Despite 
the high average PCI found in the local streets, there are pockets of the city that will require 
significant investment in the coming years due to age and condition. 

 The city’s larger arterial and collector streets average a slightly lower PCI than the local 
streets (PCI:70 – 75) due to their age and increased traƯic usage, often by much larger 
freight vehicles than seen on local streets.  In recent years these sections of the city have 
been given increased focus on local funding as well as state and federal grant programs. 

Connection to City Council goals (infrastructure stewardship, mobility, sustainability). 

 The Pavement Management Plan (PMP) directly supports the City Council’s Strategic Plan 
Goal #4: Planned Growth and Infrastructure, which emphasizes well-planned growth and 
strategic investment in public infrastructure to preserve Liberty Lake’s unique character and 
ensure long-term community resilience. 

 By establishing a data-driven framework for roadway maintenance, repair, and capital 
investment, the PMP provides the foundation for achieving several of the City’s key strategic 
outcomes: 

o Goal 4.1 – Planned facilities keep pace with expected growth 
The PMP ensures that roadway infrastructure planning and investment are synchronized 
with Liberty Lake’s growth trajectory. By incorporating pavement condition data, traƯic 
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volumes, and network expansion needs, the plan helps anticipate infrastructure 
demands associated with new development and maintain a balanced, sustainable 
transportation system. 
 

o Goal 4.2 – Infrastructure is preserved in good condition 
The PMP establishes a systematic approach to preserve and extend the life of existing 
roadways. Through routine maintenance, timely rehabilitation, and the prioritization of 
preservation treatments, the City can maintain a high average Pavement Condition 
Index (PCI) while minimizing costly reconstruction. This aligns with the City’s 
commitment to reliable, functional, and resilient infrastructure. 
 

o Goal 4.3 – Comprehensive planning engagement is growing each year 
The PMP process promotes community engagement and transparency by using easily 
understood pavement condition data and mapping tools. Residents can see how their 
feedback and survey responses influence priorities for roadway investment, helping to 
build trust and increase participation in broader infrastructure planning eƯorts such as 
the Comprehensive Plan and development code updates. 

 The City’s Community Satisfaction Survey further reinforces the importance of pavement 
management to residents. Nearly half of respondents (48%) indicated that well-maintained 
roads and infrastructure contribute to their satisfaction with living and working in Liberty 
Lake, and 40% listed city facilities and infrastructure among their top five focus areas for 
improvement. These results demonstrate that maintaining a high-quality roadway network 
is not only a technical objective but also a key driver of community satisfaction and 
livability. 

 By aligning the PMP with Council priorities and resident feedback, the City ensures that 
investments in roadway infrastructure are strategic, transparent, and responsive to 
community values—providing a durable foundation for future growth and long-term quality 
of life in Liberty Lake. 

Major funding needs and recommended investment levels. 

 Increased funding is required to maintain City streets at current service levels, generally 
corresponding to a Pavement Condition Index (PCI) between 70 and 80. Achieving this 
performance level will require several million dollars in capital investment across both 
arterial and local streets. While some may assume roadways are designed to last 
indefinitely, most pavement structures are typically designed for an average service life of 
approximately 20 years, assuming timely maintenance and rehabilitation. As a result, a 
significant portion of the City’s street network will require pavement surface replacement 
over the next 20 years to maintain conditions in the “good” range (PCI greater than 70). 

 At current funding levels, including available tax revenues and grant funding, the City will be 
unable to address these capital replacement needs. Without increased investment, 
pavement conditions are projected to decline from “good” to “fair” within the next 10 to 15 
years, leading to accelerated deterioration and substantially higher future costs. This 
funding shortfall is expected to result in a growing backlog of unfunded roadway 
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improvement needs exceeding $60 million over the same timeframe, further compounding 
maintenance challenges and limiting the City’s ability to preserve safe and reliable streets. 
 

 The below pavement condition heat map indicates that most of our city streets, both 
arterial, collector, and local, are in good overall condition, except for a few older sections of 
town that have or will soon reach the end of their useful life.  Most of the streets shown 
below in “poor” or “very poor” condition have been included in previous capital facility 
plans for repair and will remain a high priority for replacement in the next few years.  As a 
relatively new city, many of the streets were found to be in good or excellent condition and 
are associated with newer development occurring since the city incorporation in 2001.

 The below table reflects maintenance scenarios developed using the CityLogix Budget 
Planner tool to analyze the strategic eƯect of diƯerent PCI goals and the funding levels 
required for capital projects to maintain levels of service (LOS), as well as the current 
Streets Fund Operating Costs developed by Public Works.  The operating costs shown 
below do not contribute to activities that increase PCI scores.  Each PCI Scenario indicates 
the funding required to maintain that PCI (i.e. 60-80) by the end of the 15-yr study period.

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2. Introduction 

Purpose:  

The purpose of the Pavement Master Plan (PMP) is to provide a data-driven, transparent framework 
for managing and investing in the City’s pavement assets in a manner that supports safe, reliable, 
and accessible transportation for all users. The PMP evaluates the condition and performance of 
the street network and establishes prioritized maintenance and rehabilitation strategies that 
maximize pavement life, optimize limited resources, and reduce long-term costs. 

The Pavement Master Plan is an integral component of Liberty Lake’s broader mobility and 
infrastructure strategy. It aligns with the City’s goals for multimodal transportation, economic 
vitality, and sustainable asset management by ensuring that streets function as complete corridors 
supporting vehicles, pedestrians, bicyclists, emergency services, freight, and transit. By 
coordinating pavement investments with planned utility work, capital projects, and development 
activity, the PMP promotes eƯicient project delivery and minimizes disruptions to the community. 

Through this plan, Liberty Lake commits to proactive, strategic investments that preserve existing 
infrastructure, improve safety and ride quality, and maintain equitable access across 
neighborhoods. The PMP serves as a decision-making tool that helps guide annual budgeting, 
capital planning, and policy discussions, ensuring that investments in the street network are 
consistent, defensible, and aligned with the City’s long-term mobility and infrastructure objectives. 

Relationship with other plans: 

The Pavement Master Plan (PMP) is designed to complement and support Liberty Lake’s broader 
suite of planning documents by providing a focused, implementation-oriented framework for 
managing the City’s street pavement assets. While the PMP concentrates specifically on pavement 
condition, preservation strategies, and investment prioritization, it functions in coordination with 
other adopted and forthcoming City plans to ensure consistency across land use, mobility, and 
capital investment decisions. 

The PMP aligns with the Comprehensive Master Plan by supporting transportation and land use 
policies that promote safe, eƯicient, and connected street networks. By preserving roadway 
infrastructure in areas targeted for growth, redevelopment, and multimodal use, the PMP helps 
ensure that pavement conditions do not become a barrier to achieving the City’s long-term land 
use vision and transportation goals. 

PMP informs and is informed by the Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) by identifying pavement 
preservation and rehabilitation needs that can be incorporated into near- and mid-term 
transportation programming. This coordination helps balance system preservation with capacity, 
safety, and multimodal improvements, and supports strategic sequencing of projects. 

PMP also serves as a foundational input to the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) by providing 
objective condition data, treatment recommendations, and cost projections that guide capital 
budgeting and investment decisions. Integrating PMP priorities into the CIP promotes fiscal 
responsibility, extends pavement life, and reduces long-term maintenance liabilities. 
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Coordination with the City’s Parks Master Plan ensures that pavement investments support access 
to parks, trails, and recreational facilities. The PMP helps prioritize streets and corridors that serve 
key park assets, trail connections, and community destinations, reinforcing safe and accessible 
routes for pedestrians, bicyclists, and families. 

Together, these plans form an integrated planning framework. The Pavement Master Plan plays a 
critical role by translating high-level policy goals into actionable pavement investment strategies 
that support Liberty Lake’s mobility, infrastructure, and quality-of-life objectives. 

Regional Coordination  

The PMP was developed in coordination with regional transportation priorities and asset 
management practices established by the Washington State Department of Transportation 
(WSDOT), Spokane County, and the Spokane Regional Transportation Council (SRTC). The PMP 
supports regional goals for system preservation, safety, and mobility by prioritizing pavement 
investments that maintain the functionality and reliability of key corridors connecting Liberty Lake 
to the regional transportation network. 

Coordination with WSDOT ensures that pavement strategies along state routes and connecting 
arterials are consistent with state preservation standards, safety initiatives, and freight and 
emergency response needs. The PMP also aligns with Spokane County priorities by supporting 
continuity of pavement conditions across jurisdictional boundaries and coordinating maintenance 
and rehabilitation efforts on shared and adjacent roadway corridors. 

Through alignment with SRTC planning efforts, including the Metropolitan Transportation Plan and 
Transportation Improvement Program, the PMP helps ensure that Liberty Lake’s pavement 
investments are consistent with regional performance measures, funding eligibility requirements, 
and long-range mobility objectives. This coordination strengthens the City’s ability to compete for 
state and federal funding and supports efficient, integrated transportation system management 
across the region. 

By aligning local pavement preservation strategies with regional planning frameworks, the PMP 
reinforces Liberty Lake’s role as a connected and reliable component of the broader regional 
transportation system.

Description of current pavement management and maintenance programs. 

 The City utilizes a combination of in-house staƯ and contracted services to perform a wide 
range of maintenance and repair activities: 

o In-House Maintenance Activities: 
City Public Works crews perform routine and preventive maintenance on local 
streets, including crack sealing, cold mix patching, mastic applications, and small 
hot mix asphalt (HMA) patches. These activities are prioritized annually based on 
pavement conditions, visual inspection, and available funding. Preventive 
maintenance eƯorts focus on sealing pavement surfaces to slow deterioration and 
reduce the need for costly rehabilitation in the future. 

o Contracted Maintenance and Repairs: 
Larger-scale pavement repairs and overlays requiring specialized equipment or 
higher production rates—such as major HMA patching or full-depth pavement 
restoration—are contracted to qualified local paving contractors. This approach 
allows the City to eƯiciently address high-priority or large-area needs while 
maintaining cost-eƯectiveness and flexibility in resource allocation. 

o Condition Assessment and Monitoring: 
Pavement condition is monitored through a combination of visual inspections 
conducted by City Public Works staƯ, engineers, and engineering technicians, along 
with advanced assessments performed through LiDAR-based pavement condition 
analysis on a five (5) year interval. These evaluations help identify surface distress, 
cracking, and other deficiencies to guide project selection, budget planning, and 
treatment timing. 

 Together, these coordinated eƯorts support a data-driven and preservation-first approach 
to pavement management, maximizing the useful life of Liberty Lake’s roadway assets and 
ensuring that maintenance investments provide the greatest long-term value to the 
community.

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4. Pavement Condition Assessment 

Purpose: Present the LIDAR-based analysis results and interpret the data. 
 

Description of LIDAR survey methodology (date, coverage, data parameters). 

The pavement condition survey was performed by CityLogix in July 2025 using a mobile vehicle-

mounted LIDAR and high-definition imagery system. The vehicle traversed the entire street network 
at typical operating speeds, collecting continuous 3D point-cloud and 360° photographic data. The 
resulting dataset was processed using AI-driven algorithms and human QA/QC to identify 
pavement surface distresses including cracking, rutting, potholes, and utility-cut failures. Each 
roadway segment was scored on a 0-100 scale (where 100 indicates near-ideal condition) based on 
the severity and extent of observed distresses. The condition scores and associated metadata were 
delivered via a GIS platform, enabling network-wide mapping, scenario modelling, and prioritization 
of treatments. The data is fully compatible with the City’s pavement management system and will 
be used to inform treatment selection, budget modelling, and integration with our Complete Streets 
policy objectives 

PCI scoring system explanation (0–100 scale). 

The pavement condition for each road segment was scored on a 0 to 100 scale using the CityLogix 
pavement condition assessment platform. A score of 100 represents a roadway in near-ideal 
condition (minimal distress and deformities), while a score of 0 represents a roadway in failed 
condition. 
Using high-definition LiDAR and 360° imagery, surface distresses (such as cracking, rutting, 
potholes, utility cut failures, and patches) are detected and mapped. An algorithm then converts 
these surface distresses into a deducted value from the maximum condition, resulting in the PCI 
score. The resulting score is then associated with each segment and used in the asset management 
system for prioritization, budgeting, and forecasting. 

 
For our network, the following categories apply: 

o Excellent = 86-100 
o Good =  71-85  
o Fair =   56-70  
o Poor =   41-55 
o Very Poor =  26-40  
o Serious =  11-25 
o Failed =  0-10  

 
These thresholds will be reviewed annually as part of our pavement management process.

5. Pavement Management Framework 

Purpose: The Pavement Management Framework establishes a consistent, data-driven system for 
evaluating pavement conditions, selecting appropriate treatments, and prioritizing maintenance 
and rehabilitation investments across the City’s street network. The framework is based on the 
typical pavement life cycle, recognizing that most roadways are designed for an average service life 
of approximately 20 years when timely maintenance is performed. Early, low-cost preservation 
treatments can significantly extend pavement life, while deferred maintenance accelerates 
deterioration and leads to costly reconstruction. By applying life-cycle principles, condition data, 
and performance targets, the Pavement Management Framework supports proactive decision-
making that maximizes the value of public investment, maintains safe and reliable streets, and 
aligns pavement needs with available funding. 

Pavement life cycle overview and deterioration curve. 

The pavement life cycle represents the stages a roadway goes through from construction to the end 
of its serviceable life: 

 Construction / New Pavement 
o Pavement is built to design specifications. 
o Condition is at its peak (PCI = 100). 

 Initial Service Life 
o Minimal deterioration occurs. 
o Routine maintenance (e.g., sealing small cracks) keeps pavement in “good” condition. 

 Preventive Maintenance Stage 
o Small distresses appear (cracks, minor rutting, surface wear). 
o Preventive treatments (crack sealing, thin overlays) slow deterioration. 
o Maintenance costs are low relative to the value preserved. 

 Rehabilitation / Corrective Maintenance Stage 
o Significant deterioration occurs (potholes, surface cracking, structural issues). 
o Requires more intensive repair (mill & overlay, partial reconstruction). 
o Costs increase as pavement has declined further. 

 End-of-Life / Reconstruction Stage 
o Pavement fails structurally. 
o Full reconstruction is required. 
o Cost is highest; pavement may no longer be usable for some period. 

Pavement Deterioration Curve 

The deterioration curve is a graphical representation of pavement condition (e.g., PCI or ride 
quality) versus time: 

 Y-Axis: Pavement condition index (PCI 0–100) 

 X-Axis: Time (years) 

 Shape of the curve: Typically, a gradually sloping line at first, then steeply declines: 

o Flat segment: Early life; condition stays high with routine maintenance. 
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o Mild slope: Preventive maintenance can slow decline. 

o Steep slope: Deferred maintenance leads to rapid deterioration. 

o End-of-life: PCI drops sharply toward failure. 

Key insight: 

 Early investment in maintenance preserves PCI and reduces long-term costs. 

 Delaying maintenance accelerates deterioration and exponentially increases repair costs. 

 

Definition of maintenance and rehabilitation treatments: 

 Preventive (mastic patching, crack seal, slurry seal) 

 Corrective (mill and overlay, patching) 

 Reconstruction (full replacement of existing asphalt and base courses)

Service level and performance targets 

To support eƯective asset management and recognize the diƯering roles of Liberty Lake’s roadway 
network, pavement performance targets may be established by functional classification. These 
targets balance safety, mobility, and fiscal responsibility while prioritizing higher-volume and 
higher-risk corridors. 

Arterial Streets 

 Target PCI: ≥ 75 

 Rationale: Arterials carry the highest traƯic volumes, support freight and emergency 
response, and serve as key regional and local connectors. Maintaining a higher condition 
standard minimizes disruptions, enhances safety, and supports economic activity. 

 Treatment Focus: Preventive maintenance and timely rehabilitation to avoid service 
disruptions and costly reconstruction. 

Collector Streets 
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 Target PCI: ≥ 70 

 Rationale: Collectors connect neighborhoods to arterial corridors and serve moderate 
traƯic volumes. Maintaining good pavement conditions supports mobility, access, and 
neighborhood safety. 

 Treatment Focus: Preservation treatments and periodic rehabilitation to extend pavement 
life. 

Local Streets 

 Target PCI: ≥ 65 

 Rationale: Local streets primarily serve residential access and experience lower traƯic 
volumes. A slightly lower target balances service expectations with available funding while 
maintaining safe and functional conditions. 

 Treatment Focus: Cost-eƯective preservation strategies and targeted rehabilitation as 
conditions decline. 

 

Systemwide Target 

 Citywide Average PCI: ≥ 70 

This tiered approach allows the City to strategically allocate resources, prioritize critical corridors, 
and maintain equitable service levels across the network. Performance targets will be monitored 
through routine condition assessments, and targets may be adjusted over time to reflect funding 
availability, community priorities, and observed system performance.

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7. Project Prioritization and Ranking 

Purpose: Repair and rehabilitation projects will be prioritized through a transparent, data-driven 
ranking process designed to ensure limited resources are invested where they provide the greatest 
benefit. The prioritization framework considers multiple factors, including pavement condition as 
measured by the Pavement Condition Index (PCI), roadway functional classification and traƯic 
volumes, and documented safety considerations such as collision history and proximity to school 
routes. Additional weight is given to projects that enhance network connectivity, support Complete 
Streets objectives, and provide opportunities to coordinate with planned utility work. Together, 
these criteria allow the City to strategically prioritize pavement repair projects that improve safety, 
preserve infrastructure, and maximize the overall value of each investment. Scoring matrix and 
weightings. 

Project Scoring Matrix and Weighted Prioritization Methodology 

 To ensure that pavement maintenance and rehabilitation projects are prioritized objectively 
and transparently, the City of Liberty Lake uses a weighted scoring matrix based on key 
engineering and operational factors. This approach enables the City to allocate limited 
funding to projects that provide the greatest benefit to the roadway network and the 
traveling public. 

Scoring Overview 

 Each roadway segment is evaluated using a set of quantifiable criteria that reflect both 
pavement condition and functional importance. The scoring model assigns a weighted 
value to each criterion, producing a composite score that ranks segments for potential 
inclusion in the annual maintenance or capital improvement program. 

Prioritization and Programming

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8. Financial Plan 

Purpose: Translate the goals and recommendations of the Pavement Master Plan into a realistic, 
achievable funding strategy. It evaluates anticipated revenue sources against projected pavement 
preservation and rehabilitation needs to determine how eƯectively current and future funding levels 
support the City’s objectives. By comparing desired performance outcomes with available 
resources, the Financial Plan identifies funding gaps, clarifies tradeoƯs, and establishes a clear 
basis for informed policy and budget decisions. This approach allows the City to align long-term 
pavement condition goals with fiscal realities while providing transparency around the investments 
required to sustain safe, reliable, and cost-eƯective streets.

Sustained and predictable funding is critical to preserving Liberty Lake’s pavement network and 
avoiding the escalating costs and risks associated with deferred maintenance. When routine 
preservation is delayed, pavement deterioration accelerates, leading to significantly higher long-
term repair costs, increased safety hazards, and greater disruption to the community. Proactive 
investment allows the City to address issues early—when treatments are most cost-eƯective—
while maintaining safe travel conditions, reducing vehicle operating costs for residents, supporting 
economic activity, and minimizing environmental impacts. Consistent funding also strengthens the 
City’s competitiveness for state and federal grants by demonstrating sound asset management 
practices and maintaining infrastructure performance standards. By prioritizing timely pavement 
preservation, the Pavement Master Plan provides a fiscally responsible strategy that protects public 
investment, enhances quality of life, and ensures the long-term reliability of Liberty Lake’s 
transportation system. 
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9. Implementation Plan 

Next Steps 

The City will continue to refine the PMP through regular updates to condition assessments, 
coordination with the Capital Improvement Program (CIP), and alignment with regional 
transportation plans. The next update will incorporate pavement performance modeling to forecast 
future funding needs and optimize maintenance schedules.

Appendix F: Funding Program Summaries  

Transportation Improvement Board (TIB) Programs 
The Transportation Improvement Board administers a suite of grant programs that support local 
transportation projects, including arterial improvements, pavement preservation, Complete Streets 
enhancements, and active transportation facilities. Typical programs include: 

 Urban Arterial Program (UAP) – for safety and mobility improvements on major urban 
streets. 

 Arterial Preservation Program (APP) – for pavement preservation treatments on urban 
arterials. 

 Small City Preservation and Arterial Programs – for cities under state population thresholds. 

 Active Transportation and Complete Streets Programs – support multimodal enhancements 
that align with Complete Streets policies.  

Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) 
Administered by WSDOT with federal funds, HSIP provides funding to reduce serious injuries and 
fatalities on city and county roads through evidence-based engineering countermeasures. Eligible 
project scopes include roadway safety improvements identified through crash data and local safety 
plans.  

Safe Routes to School Program 
Funds infrastructure improvements within two miles of schools to make walking and biking safer 
and more appealing; pavement-related work on school routes may qualify under this program.  

National Highway Freight and System Asset Management Programs 
These federal programs, managed via WSDOT, support freight mobility improvements and 
systematic preservation of key roadway assets, which may include pavement work on designated 
freight corridors.  

Freight Mobility Strategic Investment Program (FMSIB) 
A state freight-focused program providing competitive funding for high-priority freight-related 
roadway and intersection improvements that support the movement of goods and economic 
activity.  

 

Federal Funding Sources 

Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STBG) 
STBG is one of the most flexible federal-aid programs and provides significant funding for local 
pavement preservation, rehabilitation, and other road improvements. Jurisdictions typically access 
STBG funds through the regional Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) process.  
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Programming and Planning Mechanisms 

Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) 
The STIP compiles federally funded projects programmed by WSDOT and regional partners; 
inclusion in the STIP is generally required for federal fund eligibility.  

Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) 
The TIP is the regional four-year program of transportation projects that schedules federal and state 
funds (such as STBG, CMAQ, and CRP) for construction and implementation; local roadway 
projects funded through these programs are typically included in the TIP.  

 

Regional and Local Funding Programs 

Spokane Regional Transportation Council (SRTC) Competitive Grants 
Through periodic Calls for Projects, SRTC programs federal funds (like STBG, STBG set-aside, 
CMAQ, and Carbon Reduction Program) to local jurisdictions in Spokane County for preservation, 
mobility, safety, and multimodal improvements. Projects must be consistent with regional priorities 
and included in the TIP. The program has historically funded roadway preservation, multimodal 
facilities, and safety enhancements, with millions awarded across the region.  

Spokane Transit Authority (STA) Grants 
While STA primarily focuses on transit and multimodal improvements, several STA-associated 
programs fund related infrastructure that can support Complete Streets components or corridor 
enhancements connected to pavement projects. For example, Federal Transit Administration 
competitive grants (e.g., Reconnecting Communities Pilot) have funded design advance work on 
active transportation and transit corridors that complement roadway investments.  

Regional Mobility Grant (via WSDOT / Regional partners) 
Although administered by WSDOT, the Regional Mobility Grant program supports capital 
construction and connectivity improvements that span regional centers, often in partnership with 
local agencies. Eligible project types include capital construction and transportation demand 
management, which can intersect with pavement and corridor improvements when coordinated 
regionally.  

Neighborhood Access & Equity-Type Programs 
Federal competitive grant programs like the U.S. DOT Reconnecting Communities and 
Neighborhoods initiative can be accessed through collaborative applications with regional partners 
(e.g., STA, Spokane County, City of Spokane, etc.) to fund pedestrian, bicycle, and connectivity 
improvements along key streets, enhancing safety and mobility that tie into pavement projects. 
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Appendix G: Glossary and Acronyms 

Glossary 

Arterial Street – A major roadway designed to carry high traƯic volumes and provide regional or 
citywide connectivity. 

Asset Management – A systematic process of operating, maintaining, and upgrading infrastructure 
assets cost-eƯectively over their life cycle. 

Collector Street – A roadway that connects local streets to arterial streets and carries moderate 
traƯic volumes. 

Complete Streets – A policy and design approach that ensures streets are planned, designed, and 
operated to be safe and accessible for all users, including pedestrians, bicyclists, transit riders, 
motorists, and people of all ages and abilities.

Network-Level Analysis – Evaluation of pavement condition and performance across the entire 
roadway system rather than individual projects. 

Performance Target – A measurable goal used to evaluate the condition and performance of the 
pavement system (e.g., maintaining a citywide PCI of 70 or higher). 

Preventive Maintenance – Planned treatments applied to pavements in good or fair condition to 
slow deterioration and extend service life, such as seal coats or crack sealing. 

Preservation – A strategy focused on maintaining existing pavement assets through timely 
maintenance and rehabilitation to maximize service life and minimize long-term costs. 

Rehabilitation – Structural or surface treatments that restore pavement condition and extend 
service life, such as overlays or partial-depth repairs. 
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Reconstruction – Full replacement of the pavement structure, typically required when pavement 
has reached the end of its useful life. 

Right-of-Way (ROW) – Public land reserved for transportation facilities, including roadways, 
sidewalks, and utilities. 

Safety Improvement – A project or treatment intended to reduce the frequency or severity of traƯic 
crashes. 

Service Level – The desired condition or performance standard established for a roadway or asset 
class. 

Treatment – A maintenance, preservation, rehabilitation, or reconstruction activity applied to 
pavement to improve or restore condition. 

Utility Coordination – The practice of aligning pavement work with planned underground utility 
projects to minimize repeated street cuts and disruptions.

PRODUCTION AGREEMENT 
  

 
This agreement ("Agreement") is made this   day of    , 2026 by and between Pyro Spectaculars North, Inc., a California 

corporation, hereinafter referred to as (“PYRO”), and  LIBERTY LAKE, hereinafter referred to as (“CLIENT”).  PYRO and CLIENT are sometimes referred to 
as “Party” or collectively as “Parties” herein.   
 

1. Engagement - CLIENT hereby engages PYRO to provide to CLIENT  one  fireworks production (“Production”), and PYRO accepts such engagement 
upon all of the promises, terms and conditions hereinafter set forth. The Production shall be substantially as outlined in Program “A - Addition”, attached hereto 
and incorporated herein by this reference. 
 

1.1 PYRO Duties – PYRO shall provide all pyrotechnic equipment, trained pyrotechnicians, shipping, pyrotechnic products, application for 
specific pyrotechnic permits (the cost of which, including standby fees, shall be paid by CLIENT) relating to the Production, insurance covering the 
Production and the other things on its part to be performed, including preproduction services, all as more specifically set forth below in this Agreement 
and in the Scope of Work (“Scope of Work”), attached hereto, incorporated herein by this reference, and made a part of this Agreement as though set 
forth fully herein. 

 
1.2 CLIENT Duties – CLIENT shall provide to PYRO a suitable site (“Site”) for the Production, security for the Site as set forth in Paragraph 
6 hereof, access to the Site, any permission necessary to utilize the Site for the Production, and the other things on its part to be performed as more 
specifically set forth below in this Agreement and in the Scope of Work.  All Site arrangements are subject to PYRO’s reasonable approval as to 
pyrotechnic safety, suitability, and security. All other conditions of the Site shall be the responsibility of CLIENT, including, but not limited to, access, 
use, control, parking and general safety with respect to the public, CLIENT personnel and other contractors. 

 
2. Time and Place - The Production shall take place on July 4, 2026, at approximately 10:00 PM, at Liberty Lake Elementary School Baseball Fields 
– 23606 E. Boone Ave. , Liberty Lake, WA 99019 Site.      

 
3. Fees, Interest, and Expenses - 

  
3.1  Fee - CLIENT agrees to pay PYRO a fee of $12,500.00 USD (TWELVE THOUSAND AND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS) ("Fee") for 

the Production. CLIENT shall pay to PYRO an initial payment (“Initial Payment”) equal to 50 % of the Production Fee $6,250.00USD (SIX THOUSAND TWO 
HUNDRED AND FIFTY DOLLARS) plus estimated permit and standby fees, and other regulatory costs approximated at $00.00 OR an amount to be 
determined, for a total of $6,250.00, upon the execution of this Agreement by both parties but no later than February 27, 2026.  The Initial Payment is a partial 
payment toward the preproduction services and costs set forth in the Scope of Work (“Preproduction Services and Costs”.)  The balance of the Fee shall be paid 
no later than  June 18, 2026.  CLIENT authorizes PYRO to receive and verify credit and financial information concerning CLIENT from any agency, person or 
entity including but not limited to credit reporting agencies. The “PRICE FIRM” date, the date by which the executed Agreement must be delivered to Pyro, is set 
forth in paragraph 20.  

 
3.2 Interest - In the event that the Fee is not paid in a timely manner, CLIENT will be responsible for the payment of 1.5% interest per month 

or 18% annually on the unpaid balance.  If litigation arises out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable costs incurred in connection 
with the litigation, including, but not limited to attorneys’ fees. 

 
3.3  Expenses – PYRO shall pay all normal expenses directly related to the Production including freight, insurance as outlined, pyrotechnic 

products, pyrotechnic equipment, experienced pyrotechnic personnel to set up and discharge the pyrotechnics and those additional items as outlined as PYRO’s 
responsibility in the Scope of Work.  CLIENT shall pay all costs related to the Production not supplied by PYRO including, but not limited to, those items 
outlined as CLIENT’s responsibility in this Agreement and Scope of Work. 

 
4. Proprietary Rights - PYRO represents and warrants that it owns all copyrights, including performance rights, to this Production, except that PYRO 

does not own CLIENT-owned material or third-party-owned material that has been included in the Production, and as to such CLIENT-owned and third-party-
owned material, CLIENT assumes full responsibility therefore.  CLIENT agrees that PYRO shall retain ownership of, and all copyrights and other rights to, the 
Production, except that PYRO shall not acquire or retain any ownership or other rights in or to CLIENT-owned material and third-party-owned material and shall 
not be responsible in any way for such material.  If applicable, CLIENT consents to the use of CLIENT-owned material and represents that it has or will obtain 
any permission from appropriate third parties sufficient to authorize public exhibition of any such material in connection with this Production. PYRO reserves the 
ownership rights in its trade names that are used in or are a product of the Production.  Any reproduction by sound, video or other duplication or recording process 
without the express written permission of PYRO is prohibited.   

 
5. Safety - PYRO and CLIENT shall each comply with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations and employ safety programs and measures 

consistent with recognized applicable industry standards and practices.   At all times before and during the Production, it shall be within PYRO's sole discretion to 
determine whether or not the Production may be safely discharged or continued.  It shall not constitute a breach of this Agreement by PYRO for fireworks to fail 
or malfunction, or for PYRO to determine that the Production cannot be discharged or continued as a result of any conditions or circumstances affecting safety 
beyond the reasonable control of PYRO.   

 
6. Security - CLIENT shall provide adequate security personnel, barricades, and Police Department services as may be necessary to preclude individuals 

other than those authorized by PYRO from entering an area to be designated by PYRO as the area for the set-up and discharge of the Production, including a 
fallout area satisfactory to PYRO where the pyrotechnics may safely rise and any debris may safely fall.  PYRO shall have no responsibility for monitoring or 
controlling CLIENT’s other contractors, providers or volunteers; the public; areas to which the public or contractors have access; or any other public or contractor 
facilities associated with the Production.  

 
7. Cleanup - PYRO shall be responsible for the removal of all equipment provided by PYRO and clean up of any live pyrotechnic debris made necessary 

by PYRO.  CLIENT shall be responsible for any other clean up which may be required of the Production or set-up, discharge and fallout areas including any 
environmental clean-up.

8. Permits - PYRO agrees to apply for permits for the firing of pyrotechnics only from the Spokane Valley Fire Department FAA, and USCG, if 
required.  CLIENT shall be responsible for any fees associated with these permits including standby fees.  CLIENT shall be responsible for obtaining any other 
necessary permits, paying associated fees, and making other appropriate arrangements for Police Departments, other Fire Departments, road closures, 
event/activity or land use permits or any permission or permit required by any Local, Regional, State or Federal Government. 

 
9. Insurance - PYRO shall at all times during the performance of services herein ensure that the following insurance is maintained in connection with 

PYRO’s performance of this Agreement: (1) commercial general liability insurance, including products, completed operations, and contractual liability under this 
Agreement; (2) automobile liability insurance, (3) workers’ compensation insurance and employer liability insurance.  Such insurance is to protect CLIENT from 
claims for bodily injury, including death, personal injury, and from claims of property damage, which may arise from PYRO’s performance of this Agreement, 
only.  The types and amounts of coverage shall be as set forth in the Scope of Work.  Such insurance shall not include claims which arise from CLIENT’s 
negligence or willful conduct or from failure of CLIENT to perform its obligations under this Agreement, coverage for which shall be provided by CLIENT. 

 
The coverage of these policies shall be subject to reasonable inspection by CLIENT.  Certificates of Insurance evidencing the required general liability coverage 
shall be furnished to CLIENT prior to the rendering of services hereunder and shall include that the following are named as additionally insured: CLIENT; 
Sponsors, Landowners, Barge Owners, if any; and Permitting Authorities, with respect to the operations of PYRO at the Production.  Pyrotechnic subcontractors 
or providers, if any, not covered under policies of insurance required hereby, shall secure, maintain and provide their own insurance coverage with respect to their 
respective operations and services.   

 
10. Indemnification - PYRO represents and warrants that it is capable of furnishing the necessary experience, personnel, equipment, materials, providers, 

and expertise to produce the Production in a safe and professional manner.  Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, PYRO shall indemnify, 
hold harmless, and defend CLIENT and the additional insureds from and against any and all claims, actions, damages, liabilities and expenses, including but not 
limited to, attorney and other professional fees and court costs, in connection with the loss of life, personal injury, and/or damage to property, arising from or out 
of the Production and the presentation thereof to the extent such are occasioned by any act or omission of PYRO, their officers, agents, contractors, providers, or 
employees.  CLIENT shall indemnify, hold harmless, and defend PYRO from and against any and all claims, actions, damages, liability and expenses, including 
but not limited to, attorney and other professional fees and court costs in connection with the loss of life, personal injury, and/or damage to property, arising from 
or out of the Production and the presentation thereof to the extent such are occasioned by any act or omission of CLIENT, its officers, agents, contractors, 
providers, or employees.  In no event shall either party be liable for the consequential damages of the other party. 

 
11. Limitation of Damages for Ordinary Breach - Except in the case of bodily injury and property damage as provided in the insurance and 

indemnification provisions of Paragraphs 9 and 10, above, in the event CLIENT claims that PYRO has breached this Agreement or was otherwise negligent in 
performing the Production provided for herein, CLIENT shall not be entitled to claim or recover monetary damages from PYRO beyond the amount CLIENT has 
paid to PYRO under this Agreement, and shall not be entitled to claim or recover any consequential damages from PYRO including, without limitation, damages 
for loss of income, business or profits. 

 
12. Force Majeure - CLIENT agrees to assume the risks of weather, strike, civil unrest, terrorism, military action, governmental action, and any other 

causes beyond the control of PYRO which may prevent the Production from being safely discharged on the scheduled date, which may cause the cancellation of 
any event for which CLIENT has purchased the Production, or which may affect or damage such portion of the exhibits as must be placed and exposed a 
necessary time before the Production.  If, for any such reason, PYRO is not reasonably able to safely discharge the Production on the scheduled date, or at the 
scheduled time, or should any event for which CLIENT has purchased the Production be canceled as a result of such causes, CLIENT may (i) reschedule the 
Production and pay PYRO such sums as provided in Paragraph 13, or (ii) cancel the Production and pay PYRO such sums as provided in Paragraph 14, based 
upon when the Production is canceled.

Summary Statement 

Project Description 

Replace the City of Liberty Lake’s outdated and non-functional security camera system 
in City Parks with a modern, fully operational surveillance system designed to enhance 
public safety, support law enforcement operations, and improve incident response and 
investigation capabilities. 
 Why is the purchase and upgrade necessary?  

Replacing the City of Liberty Lake’s outdated and non-functional security camera system in City Parks 
with a modern, fully operational surveillance system is necessary for several critical reasons: 

a. The existing system no longer provides reliable coverage or usable data. Non-functional 
or degraded cameras create security gaps, leaving public spaces, facilities, and 
infrastructure vulnerable and limiting the City’s ability to detect, deter, or investigate 
criminal activity. A system that does not consistently function undermines its intended 
purpose and provides little return on prior investment. 

b. Modern surveillance systems significantly enhance public safety and situational 
awareness. Current technology, such as that available through Verkada, offers high-
resolution imaging, improved low-light performance, secure data storage, and real-time 
access for authorized personnel. These capabilities allow law enforcement and 
emergency responders to quickly assess incidents, allocate resources effectively, and 
make informed decisions during critical events. 
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c. A reliable camera system strengthens investigative and accountability efforts. Functional 
cameras support timely identification of suspects, vehicles, and incident timelines, 
reducing investigative time and improving case outcomes.

WHEREAS, the Liberty Lake Police Department, has updated its policy regarding asset 

forfeiture to include a ‘Fiscal Agent’ responsible for securing, depositing and accounting for cash 
received by the evidence facility; and 

 
WHEREAS, this Ordinance identifies the Fiscal Agent as the City Treasurer, or in the 

absence of City Treasurer, the City of Liberty Lake Finance Director will act as the Fiscal Agent; 
and 

 
WHEREAS, cash deposited into the established fund will be held in a custodial capacity 

in accordance with the Washington State Auditor’s Office Budgeting, Accounting and Reporting 
System (BARS) manual; and  

 
WHEREAS, final disposition of cash deposited into the Liberty Lake Police Department 

Evidence Custodial Fund will be disbursed according to the financial management and asset 
forfeiture policies of the City of Liberty Lake.   

 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Liberty Lake, Washington, do 

ordain as follows: 
 
Section 1. PD Evidence Custodial Fund.   There is hereby established a fund to be 

known as the “PD Evidence Custodial Fund” into which shall be deposited cash entered into the 
Liberty Lake Police Department’s evidence facility pending final disposition as determined by 
the Liberty Lake Police Department. The City Treasurer, and the Finance Director in the absence 
of the City Treasurer, will act as the Liberty Lake Police Department Fiscal Agent responsible 
for securing, depositing and accounting for the cash received by the evidence facility until final 
disposition is determined by the Liberty Lake Police Department in accordance with Washington 
State law. 

 
 Section 2. Accounting.   Activity within the PD Evidence Custodial Fund shall 
comply with the Washington State Auditor’s Office Budgeting, Accounting and Reporting 
System (BARS) manual and is subject to annual third-party audits to verify compliance.   
 

Section 3. Severability.  If any section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance

should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such 
invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other 
section, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance. 

 
Section 4. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect five (5) 

days after publication of this Ordinance or a summary thereof in the official newspaper of the 
City as provided by law.

Asset Forfeiture - 1

Asset Forfeiture
601.1   PURPOSE AND SCOPE
This policy describes the authority and procedure for the seizure, forfeiture and liquidation of
property associated with designated offenses.

601.1.1   DEFINITIONS
Definitions related to this policy include:

Fiscal agent - The person designated by the Chief of Police to be responsible for securing and
maintaining seized assets and distributing any proceeds realized from any forfeiture proceedings.
This includes any time the Liberty Lake Police Department seizes property for forfeiture or when
the Liberty Lake Police Department is acting as the fiscal agent pursuant to a multi-agency
agreement.

Forfeiture - The process by which legal ownership of an asset is transferred to a government
or other authority.

Forfeiture reviewer - The department member assigned by the Chief of Police who is responsible
for reviewing all forfeiture cases and for acting as the liaison between the Department and the
assigned attorney.

Property subject to forfeiture - Generally includes, but is not limited to:

(a) Firearms that were carried, possessed, or sold illegally (RCW 9.41.098).

(b) Devices, profits, proceeds, associated equipment, and conveyances related to illegal
gambling (RCW 9.46.231).

(c) Interest, proceeds, and real or personal property related to organized crime, criminal
profiteering, human trafficking, commercial sexual abuse of a minor, or promoting
prostitution (RCW 9A.82.100).

(d) Proceeds traceable to or derived from money laundering (RCW 9A.83.030).

(e) Property acquired or maintained in relation to commercial sexual abuse of a minor,
promoting commercial sexual abuse of a minor, or promoting prostitution in the first
degree, and conveyances used to facilitate these offenses (RCW 9A.88.150).

(f) Personal property, including money, weapons, and vehicles, that was used to commit
a felony or was acquired through the commission of a felony not covered under another
forfeiture statute (RCW 10.105.010).

(g) Personal property, including money, weapons, and vehicles, that was acquired
through the commission of a crime involving theft, trafficking, or unlawful possession
of commercial metal property, or facilitating such crimes (RCW 19.290.230).

(h) Conveyances, including aircraft, vehicles, or vessels, used for the violation of the
Uniform Controlled Substances Act and proceeds from these violations (e.g., money,
real property) (RCW 69.50.505).

(i) Boats, vehicles, gear, or other equipment used for poaching/wildlife crimes (RCW
77.15.070).

(j) Vehicles used to commit the crime of racing (RCW 46.61.748).

Seizure - The act of law enforcement officials taking property, cash, or assets that have been
used in connection with or acquired by specified illegal activities.

601.2   POLICY
The Liberty Lake Police Department recognizes that appropriately applied forfeiture laws are
helpful to enforce the law, deter crime and reduce the economic incentive of crime. However, the
potential for revenue should never compromise the effective investigation of criminal offenses,
officer safety or any person’s due process rights.

It is the policy of the Liberty Lake Police Department that all members, including those assigned to
internal or external law enforcement task force operations, shall comply with all state and federal
laws pertaining to forfeiture.

601.3   ASSET SEIZURE
Property may be seized for forfeiture as provided in this policy.

601.3.1   PROPERTY SUBJECT TO SEIZURE
The following may be seized upon review and approval of a supervisor and in coordination with
the forfeiture reviewer:

(a) Real or personal property subject to forfeiture identified in a court order authorizing
seizure.

(b) Property subject to forfeiture without a court order when the property is lawfully seized
incident to an arrest, the service of a search warrant, or the service of an administrative
inspection warrant.

(c) Property subject to forfeiture can also be seized without a court order when:

1. There is probable cause to believe that the property was used or is intended to
be used for illegal gambling (RCW 9.46.231).

2. There is probable cause to believe that the property was used or is intended to
be used for the commercial sexual abuse of a minor or promoting prostitution in
the first degree (RCW 9A.88.150).

3. There is probable cause to believe that the property was used or is intended
to be used in the commission of any felony (RCW 10.105.010). See also
separate statutes regarding seizures for felonies involving commercial metal,
"bootlegging," criminal profiteering, or money laundering (RCW 19.290.230;
RCW 66.32.020; RCW 9A.82.100; RCW 9A.83.030).

4. There is probable cause to believe that the property was used or is intended to
be used in violation of the Uniform Controlled Substances Act (RCW 69.50.505).

5. There is probable cause to believe that the property was used or is intended to
be used for poaching/wildlife crimes (RCW 77.15.070).

A large amount of money standing alone is insufficient to establish the probable cause required
to make a seizure.

Whenever practicable, a court order for seizure prior to making a seizure is the preferred method.

601.3.2   PROPERTY NOT SUBJECT TO SEIZURE
The following property should not be seized for forfeiture:

(a) Cash and property that does not meet the forfeiture counsel's current minimum
forfeiture thresholds should not be seized.

(b) Property from an "innocent owner," or a person who had no knowledge of the offense
or who did not consent to the property's use.

(c) No vehicle or other conveyance based on a misdemeanor involving the possession
of cannabis (RCW 69.50.505).

(d) Vehicles/conveyances that would be subject to forfeiture if more than 10 days have
elapsed since the owner's arrest and no court order has been issued (RCW 9.46.231;
RCW 9A.88.150; RCW 69.50.505).

601.4   PROCESSING SEIZED PROPERTY FOR FORFEITURE PROCEEDINGS
When property or cash subject to this policy is seized, the officer making the seizure should ensure
compliance with the following:

(a) Complete applicable seizure forms and present the appropriate copy to the person
from whom the property is seized. If cash or property is seized from more than one
person, a separate copy must be provided to each person, specifying the items seized.
When property is seized and no one claims an interest in the property, the officer must
leave the copy in the place where the property was found, if it is reasonable to do so.

(b) Complete and submit a report and original seizure forms within 24 hours of the seizure,
if practicable.

(c) Forward the original seizure forms and related reports to the forfeiture reviewer within
two days of seizure.

The officer will book seized property as evidence with the notation in the comment section of
the property form, “Seized Subject to Forfeiture.” Property seized subject to forfeiture should be
booked on a separate property form. No other evidence from the case should be booked on this
form.

Photographs should be taken of items seized, particularly cash, jewelry and other valuable items.

Officers who suspect property may be subject to seizure but are not able to seize the property
(e.g., the property is located elsewhere, the whereabouts of the property is unknown, it is real
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estate, bank accounts, non-tangible assets) should document and forward the information in the
appropriate report to the forfeiture reviewer.

601.5   MAINTAINING SEIZED PROPERTY
The Evidence Room Supervisor is responsible for ensuring compliance with the following:

(a) All property received for forfeiture is reasonably secured and properly stored to prevent
waste and preserve its condition.

(b) All property received for forfeiture is checked to determine if the property has been
stolen.

(c) All property received for forfeiture is retained in the same manner as evidence until
forfeiture is finalized or the property is returned to the claimant or the person with an
ownership interest.

(d) Property received for forfeiture is not used unless the forfeiture action has been
completed.

601.6   FORFEITURE REVIEWER
The Chief of Police will appoint a forfeiture reviewer. Prior to assuming duties, or as soon as
practicable thereafter, the forfeiture reviewer should attend a course approved by the Department
on asset forfeiture.

The responsibilities of the forfeiture reviewer include:

(a) Remaining familiar with forfeiture laws, particularly those cited in this policy and the
forfeiture policies of the forfeiture counsel.

(b) Serving as the liaison between the Department and the forfeiture counsel and ensuring
prompt legal review of all seizures.

(c) Making reasonable efforts to obtain annual training that includes best practices in
pursuing, seizing, and tracking forfeitures.

(d) Deciding whether the forfeiture is more appropriately made under state or federal
forfeiture laws. The forfeiture reviewer should contact federal authorities when
appropriate.

(e) Ensuring that responsibilities, including the designation of a fiscal agent, are clearly
established whenever multiple agencies are cooperating in a forfeiture case.

(f) Ensuring that seizure forms are available and appropriate for department use. These
should include notice forms, a receipt form, and a checklist that provides relevant
guidance to officers. The forms should be available in languages appropriate for the
region and should contain spaces for:

1. Names and contact information for all relevant persons and law enforcement
officers involved.
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2. Information as to how ownership or other property interests may have been
determined (e.g., verbal claims of ownership, titles, public records).

3. A space for the signature of the person from whom cash or property is being
seized.

4. A tear-off portion or copy, which should be given to the person from whom
cash or property is being seized, that includes the legal authority for the
seizure, information regarding the process to contest the seizure, and a detailed
description of the items seized.

(g) Ensuring that officers who may be involved in asset forfeiture receive training in the
proper use of the seizure forms and the forfeiture process. The training should be
developed in consultation with the appropriate legal counsel and may be accomplished
through traditional classroom education, electronic media, Daily Training Bulletins
(DTBs), or General Orders. The training should cover this policy and address any
relevant statutory changes and court decisions.

(h) Reviewing each asset forfeiture case to ensure that:

1. Written documentation of the seizure and the items seized is in the case file.

2. Independent legal review of the circumstances and propriety of the seizure is
made in a timely manner.

3. Notice of intent to seek forfeiture has been given in a timely manner to those
who hold an interest in the seized property.

4. Property is promptly released to those entitled to its return.

5. All changes to forfeiture status are forwarded to any supervisor who initiates a
forfeiture case.

6. Any cash received is deposited with the fiscal agent.

7. Assistance with the resolution of ownership claims and the release of property
to those entitled is provided.

8. Current minimum forfeiture thresholds are communicated appropriately to
officers.

9. This policy and any related policies are periodically reviewed and updated to
reflect current federal and state statutes and case law.

(i) Ensuring that a written plan is available that enables the Chief of Police to address any
extended absence of the forfeiture reviewer, thereby ensuring that contact information
for other law enforcement officers and attorneys who may assist in these matters is
available.

(j) Ensuring that the process of selling or adding forfeited property to the department's
regular inventory is in accordance with all applicable laws and consistent with the
department's use and disposition of similar property.

(k) Upon completion of any forfeiture process, ensuring that no property is retained by
the Liberty Lake Police Department unless the Chief of Police authorizes in writing the
retention of the property for official use.
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(l) Addressing any landlord claims for reimbursement through forfeited assets or damage
to property (RCW 9.46.231; RCW 69.50.505).

(m) Compensating victims of commercial metal crimes within 120 days (RCW 19.290.230).

Forfeiture proceeds should be maintained in a separate fund or account subject to appropriate
accounting control, with regular reviews or audits of all deposits and expenditures.

Forfeiture reporting and expenditures should be completed in the manner prescribed by the law
and City financial directives.

601.7   DISPOSITION OF PROPERTY
No member of this department may use property that has been seized for forfeiture until the
forfeiture action has been completed and the Chief of Police has given written authorization
to retain the property for official use. No department member involved in the decision to seize
property should be involved in any decision regarding the disposition of the property.
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
