STRATA is pleased to present this proposal to provide a Geotechnical Pavement Evaluation to provide pavement
rehabilitation alternatives for Country Vista Drive between Mission Avenue and Broadway Avenue in Liberty Lake,
Washington. We propose to obtain subsurface information at the site and provide a pavement rehabilitation design.
At STRATA, we are committed to providing qualified, timely, innovative, and cost-effective geotechnical
engineering services for Parametrix and the City of Liberty Lake (City). The following paragraphs describe our
project understanding, the scope of services, and the estimated schedule.

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING
General

The project includes rehabilitation of approximately 1.9 miles of Country Vista Road. Country Vista is a four-lane
arterial with two lanes in each direction and a continuous center turn lane and lined with curb and gutter. From
Google Street View imagery, the existing pavement is primarily exhibiting fatigue cracking and possibly rutting. As-
built drawings from Kramer Pkwy. to Liberty Lake Rd. show the pavement section has 4 inches of HMA and variable
base and subbase thickness, ranging from 4 to 6 inches and 0 to 6 inches, respectively. STRATA’s scope of work
for this project will be to characterize the existing pavement section and subsurface conditions and provide a
pavement rehabilitation alternative that matches existing grades. We understand that the City of Liberty Lake has
recently collected traffic data, which will be provided.

Anticipated Subsurface Conditions

To identify the site’s soil characteristics, we reviewed publicly available historical aerial images, Washington State
Department of Ecology water well logs, USDA Web Soil Survey information, published geologic maps, and previous
geotechnical reports we have completed near the site. Qur research and previous experience suggest the site
subsurface conditions will comprise of Glacial Flood Deposits that are predominantly gravel with sand and silt to
depths ranging from 0- to 30-feet overlaying Hauser Lake Gneiss bedrock. We anticipate groundwater may be
encountered at the bedrock surface up to a depth of 30 feet.

Project Approach

We propose to obtain subsurface information via hollow-stem drilling. We plan to advance hollow-stem auger
borings to a depth of 5 feet at approximately 1,000-foot increments, with concentrated spacing of 250 feet between
Kramer Pwky. and Legacy Ridge Dr., where variable subgrade conditions are expected. A total of 13 borings will be
located in the outside lanes, alternating lane direction. A pavement core will be collected at each boring location.
Lane closures will be required for the field exploration. A limited pavement survey will also be performed at each
boring location to measure crack widths and rutting.

Thank you for the opportunity to provide this
professional services proposal to complete a pre-
renovation hazardous building materials (HBM)
inspection of the former Legacy Church located at 23129
East Mission Avenue in Liberty Lake, Washington.
Fulcrum Environmental Consulting, Inc. (Fulcrum)
understands that the City of Liberty Lake recently
acquired the building and is planning to renovate the
space for use as the City Hall. The purpose of the HBM
inspection is to identify the presence or absence of
hazardous materials which require abatement or
management as a part of building renovation.

According to the Spokane County Assessor’s office, the building was constructed in 2001 and is 14,400 square
feet. Fulcrum completed a site walk of the building on March 11, 2026. It was reported to Fulcrum that the
building was originally constructed as a warehouse and remodeled for use as a church. Fulcrum observed the
building to be one story and consist of offices, restrooms, a Pre-K classroom, a nave, and storage areas.

Fulcrum has been unable to locate any previous asbestos containing materials (ACM), lead containing
materials (LCM), or lighting and electrical components (LEC) inspections for the building.

Scope of Work

The HBM of concern identified for the planned renovation includes ACM, LCM, and LEC. The following
describes the scope of work for each of the identified HBM of concern:
